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Focus

We offer a short introduction to those aspects of the publishing process which ex-
plain how and why peer review occurs. We then outline suggestions from an author’s
point of view about how to work with, and benefit from, reviewers’ comments, with due
consideration of the editor’s viewpoint and role. In essence, this editorial sets out to help
prospective authors of educational papers to appreciate where the reviewers and editor
are coming from, and how their comments and suggestions originate and should be han-
dled. We close by looking specifically at how to cope in a practical way by treating the
comments as feedforward. This piece is written particularly for those scholars who are
new to, or unfamiliar with, submitting drafts for consideration in the peer review process.

Background literature review about publication-based peer review

Introduction

Scholars have always sought to share and validate their research beyond their
immediate groupings. In 1665, learned societies established the first scientific journals.
Journals have now become core to the research enterprise, effectively communicating
research results globally. Through this method of dissemination, scholars can interrogate
the work of others, develop and extend that work, and potentially develop new questions
and theories (Research Information Network 2015). A thorough overview of changes
in academic publishing over the centuries is helpfully provided by Fyfe and colleagues
(2017); these authors emphasise that, within the last 25 years, the considerable growth
in the number of academics has led to a substantial increase in publications. In 2015 it
was estimated there were 28,000 scholarly journals, publishing approximately two million
articles annually (Research Information Network 2015). This rise in publications in high-
quality journals may also be attributed to the link between research output, academic
prestige and career progression, as noted by Fyfe et al. (2017).

What is publication-based peer review?

Scholars have long attached much importance to the peer review process and continue
to do so, considering it to play a central role in the publishing and communication of their
work (Ware 2016). Prior to having a piece accepted, or not, for publication, by a selected
journal, a scholar should expect their work to be peer reviewed. Peer review, previously
known as ‘refereeing’ is “the process of subjecting an author’s scholarly manuscript to the

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scrutiny of others who are experts in the same field” (Ware 2013, p4). The purpose of peer
review is to:

o ensure that work is of an appropriate standard

o scrutinise the publication for fraud or misconduct

o check for originality and significance

o consider if the work is genuinely of interest to the community

o advise if the work is suitable for the particular publication.

As Ware (2013) acknowledges in his informed publication, the peer review process
is certainly accorded considerable weight by academics as a vehicle for improving the
quality of published work. Firstly, as Ware notes, the process encourages authors to raise
the quality of their work prior to submission, ensuring the submitted work is aligned with
the particular journal’s guidelines. Secondly, Ware emphasises that the feedback scholars
receive from the peer review process encourages them to revisit their work, scrutinise and
refine. Thus, as Mulligan and Raphael stress, many scholars consider peer review to be
“the lynchpin around which the whole research information exchange is based” (2010,
p.25). This is supported in Ware’s findings from three studies of peer review undertaken
in 2007, 2009 and 2015, demonstrating that researcher satisfaction with peer review has
remained very positive (Ware, 2016).

How does the review process work?

On receiving a submission, an editor of a journal will usually read the work and decide
if the piece will progress to peer review. If so, the editor next selects two, or potentially
more, peer reviewers who will be asked to advise if the paper is acceptable, acceptable with
minor changes, or needs to revisited and then resubmitted, — or rejected. Depending on
the journal, the reviewer may be asked to make particular comments on specified areas.
The reviewers may also decide to send a brief note to the editor explaining their decision.
The editor will receive the reviews, which often are contradictory (Hartley, 2012). It is
then the editor’s decision that determines the subsequent progress, or not, of the paper.
A fuller, more detailed exploration of this process has been provided by Ware (2013).
When an editor decides to progress with a particular submission, it is customary for them
to forward reviewers’ comments unaltered but possibly supplemented by some remarks
from the editor. The authors are then invited to respond.

Are there concerns about the peer review process?

“It is commonly pointed out that peer review, like all systems based on human
endeavour, sometimes fails to fulfil one or more of its intended purposes, and suffers from
a number of imperfections” (Research Information Network, 2015, p.10).

There is a strong belief amongst academics that the quality of work shared with the
community is particularly dependent upon the quality of the peer reviewers; however,
the recruitment of high quality reviewers is often problematic. As Callaham and Tercier
(2007) stress in their extensive investigation into the work of reviewers, there is no specific
predictor of who may, or may not, be a quality peer reviewer. Usually the editor will
select partly from their own contacts but also from a database maintained by publishers -
although the editor of one reputable educational journal selects reviewers in strict rotation.
Editors generally have procedures to ensure that reviewers are neither under nor over
critical, but find that “Achieving an appropriate balance between properly-rigorous review
on the one hand and unduly critical review on the other is not easy” (Research Information
Network, p2). Typically, editors will (at least informally) employ one of a variety of quality
assurance mechanisms to monitor and review the performance of their reviewers. This
selection and monitoring process is discussed in more detail in Ware (2013).
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However, further concerns persist. These extend, for instance, to the double-blind
review process which is now prevalent. In this instance, the author and reviewer are
unknown to each other; however, many assert that this system is inherently flawed, with
reviewers ‘guessing’ authors and thus leading to possible bias on grounds of sex, race,
nationality or field of study (Research Information Network, 2015). The double-blind
review process also precludes access by the reviewer to publications by the concealed
author, although the detail of these may be relevant to an informed review of this later
publication. In addition, high prestige journals tend to be conservative, and reject unusual
or contradictory research (De Grazia, The Velikovsky Affair, 1966). Other issues noted
by the Research Information Network (2015) also include failure to act rigorously as a
quality assurance mechanism, and failure to ensure that the most original papers are
published in the best journals.

The peer review process can certainly be time-consuming, demanding extra work and
the enhancement or refinement of scholars’ work. However, nine out of ten scholars, in
an international study conducted by Mulligan and colleagues in 2009, believed that peer
review had definitely improved the last paper they had published. Later work reported by
the Research Information Network confirms this earlier finding, reporting that “authors
have expressed gratitude for the assistance they have been given enhancing the quality
and impact of their work” (2015, p8). We maintain here that the consequent revision and
additional work for authors enhances the quality of their draft submission, and especially
so if comments are approached as constructive feedforward.

We now discuss how authors can address comments received from reviewers to
improve the quality of their work.

Coping with initial reactions to the editor’s decision with review comments

Many reviewers offer their comments in the form of their identification of what they
judge needs to be amended or added to render the submitted article acceptable. Some
reviewers concentrate uncompromisingly on what they see as flaws, and may explain in
terse and somewhat stark terms why they so classify them. Only a very few reviewers write
hurtfully, in caustic terms. Nevertheless, in our experience the initial reaction of authors
to a barrage of what they will read as predominantly negative comments can verge on
despair, and may lead to a firm inclination to withdraw the submission.

We encourage authors to react positively to what they may initially have regarded
simply as dismissive judgements. We advise that they should take it for granted that an
editor’s invitation to revise and resubmit, however qualified, has clearly not intimated
rejection of the draft. They should assume that the editor is minded to progress towards
publication, if possible. It is with that interpretation that the authors should approach the
comments, judgements and suggestions they have received - as positive steps towards
publication. They should also be aware that an editor may not agree or fully support the
comments of a particular reviewer, which may still have been forwarded to authors in
full, as promised by the journal’s published procedures. There will thus be scope within
authors’ responses for a few reviewers’ suggestions to be disregarded, or questioned with
the editor; and some may lead to a strengthening of a view expressed in the text, with
which a reviewer has reasonably disagreed.

Authors’ initial reactions may dwell overmuch on what they see as negative
judgements expressed by the reviewers. It is sound practice, and morale-boosting, for
them to take time before addressing the task of making revisions to remind themselves
of the aspects of the submission which have been singled out for commendation by the
reviewers, or have even earned muted praise by escaping comments!

Making changes for enhancement

As authors ourselves, we have found it effective to engage with each review comment
individually, and to summarise briefly in a table the response that we have decided to
make. We are not always clear if these responses find their way back to reviewers for
reconsideration, or if they are considered solely by the editor, or even if the revised draft
is simply then judged freshly and directly on its merits. Journals vary in how reviewers’
comments are handled. However, whatever the readership to which our responses will
be conveyed, we find the discipline of summarising them immensely helpful. It enhances
both our thinking and our revision of the text, leading to changes which we perceive as
improvements.

o Some changes may be necessary because we have disregarded house style or
submitted ungrammatical text. In such cases, a brief and sincere apology and intimation
that the recommended or required change has been made should deal adequately with the
reviewer’s comment.

 Some changes may be occasioned by cumbersome text which has proved confusing
or unconvincing for the reviewer. This is useful feedback, no matter how it is expressed.
There is clearly need for revision, and we should frame it as if in response to a genuinely
troubled reader who has helpfully told the editor (and the authors) of their difficulties.

» Some changes may be responses to suggestions for significant restructuring, by the
cutting and pasting and amending of sections of text. These revisions will usually improve
the effectiveness of the message being conveyed, although they may require at least slight
modifications in what is transposed, so that it fits in its new setting.

o Some changes may arise from our acceptance of firm advice or requirements
for deletions of elements of material over which we as authors laboured long and
conscientiously. Since we are writing for future readers, and not for ourselves, we should
generally accept - with whatever regrets — the need for removal of our treasured but
unacceptable prose.

» Some changes may entail modifications to our writing style with which we then
feel uncomfortable, but which it seems the editor would clearly prefer. If the message
conveyed in this format is still essentially our message, we should be prepared to adjust.

« Some changes respond to helpful suggestions from a thoughtful and knowledgeable
reviewer, which significantly enhance our message or the way it is conveyed. We will have
made these revisions with enthusiasm, and should try to convey that in our tabled thanks
to the reviewer.

Responding to comments which raise difficulties

These difficulties may take different forms, and should be treated in different ways
which we here suggest on the basis of our personal practice:

o Occasionally authors will be confronted with suggestions in which a reviewer
implicitly advocates stark disagreement with the journal’s published requirements for
authors. It should suffice to point this out to the editor, and quietly disregard the request.

« As noted above, it is not uncommon for two reviewers to offer starkly contrary
advice. The authors should merely point this out, and then feel free to choose which line
to follow, explaining their choice to the editor in their table of responses.

o Occasionally a reviewer may call for a change which is demonstrably incorrect or
unsound. The authors should simply point out the error to the editor in their response
table, indicating a source for verification of their rejection of the recommendation; they
should then take no further action.

« A fundamental disagreement may arise in which dissension with a view, course of
action or conclusion contained in the submission, are expressed by a reviewer who gives
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reasons for that standpoint. In many such cases, authors may find it both sufficient and
constructive to acknowledge the contrary view, to present it briefly and fairly, to explain
why they cannot subscribe to it, and then to sustain their own preference accordingly.
However, if their position is important to the substance of the submission, they may feel
the need to take and further justify their firm stance.

Editorial and reviewers’ preferences

Most editorial preferences are declared in the published guidelines. Whether or not
American or English language is preferred should be ascertained from the editor, before
preparation of the draft, if it is not declared in the guidelines.

Conventions with regard to gender can create significant problems for both editor
and authors. If the editor rigorously precludes the use of “he” or “she”, the authors may
regard “they’ and “them’ as ungrammatical and sometimes ambiguous in regard to
number. In these circumstances, the authors would well be advised to take account of this
in their initial drafting, and frame sentences which should be acceptable to both editor
and authors.

We increasingly encounter review comments which mention unfavourably the use
of references to publications dated earlier than the current century. This may well arise
from disregard by the authors of more recent publications of relevance; if so, the omission
should receive their careful attention. However, difficulties may arise for the authors if,
as in one particular example we have in mind as authors, nothing adding significantly to
the accepted state of knowledge has been published in the past 30 years. In this case, the
authors had no recourse but to briefly reassure readers (and editor) of the diligence of
their search of the literature in the consequent 30 years, by outlining their search.

It is not unknown for a reviewer to take exception to the age of long-standing but
seminal literature which has been cited as authority. If this problem arises, we suggest
accommodating the reviewer by citing a recent state-of-the-art review which appreciatively
acknowledges, summarises and builds upon the early publications.

Basic and almost unforgiveable flaws in submissions

Submissions may contain flaws which are almost unforgiveable, and in the face of
which reviewers and editors are nevertheless expected to formulate unbiased judgements.
Itis regrettably not uncommon for submissions in a Word document to contain numerous
examples of errors in spelling and grammar that would have been detected, and could
have been corrected, through simple use of the provided spellcheck. This disregard of the
checking facility immediately conveys an unfortunately strong negative message.

Citations and reference lists naturally interest reviewers, on behalf of prospective
readers. Such reading is hampered when a citation is not contained in the reference list,
or when the reference list contains a publication of which no mention has been made in
the text, or when citation details and listed reference are not in agreement. Again, there
is really no excuse for such carelessness. We presume and hope in what we have written
here that we address authors who will zealously attempt to avoid such flaws.

Conclusion: Review as feedback - and feedforward

We have suggested in this editorial that feedback from reviewers which is passed on
to authors of prospective publications for their consideration should not be formulated or
regarded as critical judgements. Rather should they be given attention as diligent scholarly
feedback. We commend the efforts of many reviewers to go beyond summative feedback
to provide formative feedforward and suggest scope for enhancement, even if it is not
expressly worded in these terms. We encourage author colleagues to treat and respond to
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reviewers’ comments as feedforward of a high standard, detailed to considerable depth.
And we testify to the rewards which can then ensue in the form of almost unqualified
acceptance of revised manuscripts for publication. If this proves so, we hope authors are
ready to identify and report with gratitude the contribution by reviewers and reviewing
to the final output.

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Abstract

This mixed methods study examines the impact teacher professional development has on the levels
of concern of nine Ugandan teachers as they begin to use computers in their school environment.
These teachers completed the Stages of Concern Questionnaire before and immediately following
training on the basics of how to use a computer for educational purposes. Additionally, qualitative
data in the form of interviews and written responses were collected and analyzed to look at what
aspects of the training were considered to be most beneficial to the participants. The results of the
quantitative data suggest the teachers’ level of concern in three of the seven levels decreased after
training was provided. The results of the qualitative data show the teachers would like more time to
experiment with the new information they learned through the professional development and want
input into what they will be learning.

Introduction

In both advanced and emerging economies technology has been used to address
concerns of education equity and social inclusion. National Governments and Non-
Governmental Organizations (NGO’s) have funded educational endeavors in emerging
economies, to advocate for the use of technology in reducing cost of reaching and educating
large populations that may otherwise miss out on the educational experience (Gulati,
2008). However, the global diffusion of information and communications technology
(ICT) has not yielded the envisaged results. In this paper, we argue that one way to realize
the promises of technology in education is through professional development for teachers.

The use of technology has had a profound impact on cultures worldwide, and is often
viewed as a means of improving what already exists. Technological innovations have
not only impacted human lifespan but have affected how people relate to one another,
how cultures have expanded and have enhanced communication processes (Bray, 2007).
In education particularly, technologies can provide benefits such as cost-effectiveness,
convenience, self-pacing, learner-control, interactivity, and can improve, enhance or
perhaps revolutionize teaching and learning (Derouin, Fritzsche, & Salas, 2005).

However, technology cannot provide benefits in education without the user. In the
context of this paper, the user we are concerned about is the teacher. Bringing about the
benefits of technology touted in the literature depends on a variety of things, one which
is the professionalism and expertise of teachers as it relates to content, pedagogy, and
appropriate use of technology (Bowe & Pierson, 2008, Mishra & Koehler, 2006; Pierson,
2001). In other words, teachers must also be convinced that technology will bring
about benefits such as increasing student learning (Bowe & Pierson, 2008). One way to
accomplish this is through Teacher Professional Development.

Teacher professional development

Teacher Professional Development (TPD) has been referred to by names such as in-
service training, seminar, conference, or training. It also takes on many different forms
such as lecture, hands-on, collaboration, or multimedia, yet their purposes are always
to improve the quality of teaching. TPD is used to mentor and guide new and tenured
teachers through best practice approaches and provide support for the overwhelming
job of being an educator. Continued education is the only way school systems have to
improve the performance of educators (Mizell, 2010).

Introduction of an innovation, whether it be curricular, teaching styles, technology
or another improvement, must be done through a well-designed training plan (Lei &
Morrow, 2010) developed with consideration of the teachers’ attitudes, beliefs, and
perceptions in mind (Scott & Sutton, 2009). This is because teachers are very emotionally
invested in their teaching practices and altering their pedagogy is a difficult exercise (Scott
& Sutton). Researchers examining the impact of teacher beliefs on technology integration
found that the need to provide training for pre-service and in-service teachers is vital if
they are to find new ways present educational ideas in regards to accepting and using
technology effectively in the classroom (Palak & Walls, 2009; Yu-Mei, 2002).
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School and teacher improvement reform is often initiated at the governmental level,
but not always undertaken at the school site level (Zimmerman, 2011). Initiatives to
reform educational practices are meant to improve the quality of instruction, yet many
teachers in areas such as sub-Saharan Africa do not have the opportunity to learn how
to change their pedagogical practices due to lack of training or professional development
opportunities (TTISSA, 2007).

With the documented need of professional development (Mizell, 2010), coupled
with government initiatives for child-centered, improved educational practices, it is
imperative that teachers are engaged in meaningful professional development. There
is limited availability of trainers and resources for some areas which adds to the need
of appropriately designed professional development. This type of TPD is necessary for
teachers to be able to comfortably implement innovations into their pedagogical methods.

TPD in Uganda

Studies consistently show that training opportunities assist teachers in
implementation of innovations (Rakes & Casey, 2002). Despite widespread belief that
professional development is essential for teachers to acquire relevant skills using best
practice approaches, not all teachers gain additional knowledge once they leave the
university setting. Access to professional development is essential for pedagogical growth
and continued learning for today’s teachers (Mukeredzi, 2013). However, teachers in
sub-Saharan countries like Uganda are not being given appropriate TPD opportunities
facilitated by quality designers or presenters (Dembélé & Lefoka, 2007).

Implementation of innovations such as new practices or technology can be
challenging to a teacher’s beliefs, attitudes, and perceptions, but the provision of
professional development by knowledgeable educators has been shown to alleviate some
of the obstacles to the successful application of these innovations (Scott & Sutton, 2009).
Ugandan teachers are not receiving new information, such as changing educational
mandates and best practices concerning education. This is not due to a lack of desire for
continued education by teachers or lack of progress from the government, but rather due
to a lack of resources to access schools and teachers (Altinyelken, 2010).

Duncan-Howell (2010) examined current professional learning options for teachers
and found several characteristics that need to be present to conduct a successful learning
opportunity whether it is face-to-face or facilitated by technological tools. First, input
about the topic of the learning should include both teachers and other stakeholders. Often,
this is determined solely by administrators or other stakeholders leading to potentially
irrelevant topics. Ideally, content should be «authentic and directly related to teacher's
concern» (p. 325). Additionally, the delivery method should adhere to conditions related
to the teachers' needs, as well as their learning styles. When professional development is
provided, it is often based upon what is available and not on best practice. This is largely
due to the distance between schools and areas of teachers making it difficult to provide the
necessary people and resources for training (Muskin, 2015, p. 99).

Background and context

Uganda is located in East Africa, bordered by Kenya in the east, South Sudan in the
north, the Democratic Republic of the Congo in the west, Rwanda in the southwest and
by Tanzania in the south. The country is home to approximately 34 million people; of
those people, almost half are under the age of 15 (Dobronogov, May, Ritter, Lofgren,
& Flores-Martinez, 2011). In 1997 Uganda instituted a Universal Primary Education
Program, which provides optional free primary education for all Ugandan children. The
implementation of this program led to over 90% of school-aged children enrolling in a
primary school by 2010 (United Nations, 2013).

Efforts have been made for increased use of educational ICT in Ugandan schools
through initiatives such as New Partnership for Africa’s Development (NEPAD), but have
yet to fully infuse the educational system due to logistics and infrastructure weaknesses
(Evoh, 2005). Other initiatives have been implemented with the intent of distributing
and promoting the use of computers (Cossa & Conje, 2004), not only for use in schools,
but also for sharing of information that could help cure or prevent the further spread of
illness, finding better and more effective ways for production, and ultimately allowing
Africa to find solutions on their own. (Odedra, Bennett, Goodman, & Lawrie, 1993).

The school where this study took place is located in Nyenga, located approximately
80 kilometers east of Kampala, the capital of Uganda. The school is often without
electricity and had no computers before the donation of three laptops for TPD. There are
approximately 175 students in nursery school to Primary 7 (P7) enrolled in the private
school with ten teachers and one administrator.

Motivation for the study

The researcher became involved with this school at the request of the director to
provide annual TPD. Previous TPD at this site provided by the researcher and other
trainers brought in by the director included literacy, math, classroom management, and
project-based learning. The current study arose from a prior TPD visit by the researcher
in which the teachers gave input into what types of TPD they would like to have provided
to them. Research has shown that to conduct a successful learning opportunity teachers
need to have input into what types of TPD they are offered (Duncan-Howell, 2010). The
teachers at Nyenga requested getting access to computers and learning how to use them.
However, with the majority of teachers’ self-reporting they had limited or no prior use
of computers, the researcher wanted to ensure the teachers received instruction on not
only how to use the devices, but also how to integrate them into their pedagogy (Mishra &
Koelher, 2006). This lead to a four week TPD on how to use a computer in the classroom
and the current study.

Theoretical orientation

Two theories guide this study: Diffusion of Innovations Theory (DOI) (Rogers,
1995) and Concern of Teachers (Fuller, 1969). DOI examines conditions that increase
or decrease the probability that an individual would adopt an innovation. This theory
explains how an idea is adopted over time, gains momentum, and then spreads through
society or an organization such as a school. Members of a system progress through five
stages as they decide on whether or not to adopt an innovation. Rogers also identifies
five adopter categories which include Innovators who are usually the first set of people
to adopt the innovation, Early Adopters who are usually considered leaders, but need
a bit more information before adopting a new idea, Early Adopters who tend to adopt
before the average person, Late Majority who are skeptical of change, but will try the new
innovation once a majority of people have already tried it, and the Laggards who are very
resistant to change and are difficult to bring aboard in regards to new ideas and change.

Frances Fuller (1969) developed a compatible theory of concerns about change or
innovation integration specifically in pre-service teachers. Fuller theorized that teacher
concerns regarding change are centered around three components; self, task, and impact.
This theory was the catalyst to Hall, Wallace, & Dosset’s (1973) study of these concerns
also being present in in-service teachers regarding the implementation of innovations
which led to the development of the Concerns Based Adoption Model (CBAM). The
concerns theory suggests there is a set of characteristics exposed with the introduction of
an innovation. These concerns are grouped into seven stages of concern in which teachers
tend to progress through when they are asked to include a new skill, task, or tool (Figure 1).
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Fig. 1. Stages of Concern. This figure illustrates the seven possible concerns as related
to an innovation as described by Hall, Wallace Jr., and Dosset (1973).

Method

This mixed methods study addresses which aspects of professional development have
an impact on technology innovation implementation on teachers in Nyenga, Uganda. A
mixed methods design (Figure 2) was used in which interviews were embedded within
a quantitative design. The quantitative data was used to test Fuller’s (1969) theory that
predicts training will have a positive influence on the perceptions and attitudes of
teachers on technology integration. The interviews were embedded in the larger design
after the pre- and post- questionnaire for the purpose of determining which aspects of
the professional development have an impact on innovation implementation. Qualitative
data explores change in teacher concerns about new programs and practices for teachers
at Nyenga School.

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The research questions for this study are as follow:

1. Is there a difference in teachers' attitudes towards innovation implementation
before and after professional development is provided?

2. What aspects of professional development have an impact on the teachers'
perceptions, attitudes, and beliefs about implementing an innovation?

Participants

Participants in this study include a sample of teachers from Uganda (Table 1). The
researchers collected data from nine in-service teachers from a school located in Nyenga,
Uganda which includes a nursery school and grades P1 through P7, ages 4-13. Five of
the nine participants identified themselves as “non-users” in the use of computers. Three
indicated they were “intermediate” users and one stated they were a “past user.” All but
one participant stated they had never received any formal training such as workshops or
courses regarding this innovation in the past.

Materials

Integral to our study is the argument that teachers play a crucial role in the adoption
and promotion of an innovation. As such, our unit of analysis is teachers. To examine the
concerns that teachers have about the use of technology, we used the Stages of Concern
Questionnaire (SoC). The SOC is one of three components of the Concerns Based
Adoption Model (CBAM) which was developed at the University of Texas Research
and Development Center for Teacher Education and empirically researched in the
1970s and 1980s (Anderson, 1997). CBAM and by extension SOC are concerned with
educational change, and recognize that change is a process not a single event. Established
by Hall, George and Rutherford (1977), this instrument was used because of its focus on
teacher’s concerns about the implementation of innovations. The SoC measures seven
stages of concern: Stage 0-Awareness, Stage 1-Informational, Stage 2-Personal, Stage
3-Management, Stage 4-Consequence, Stage 5-Collaboration, Stage 6-Refocusing. Each
participant answered 35 questions based on an eight-point Likert scale where 0 is “not
true of me now,” and 7 is “very true of me.” The higher the number, the higher level
of concern the participant exhibits. Each stage is represented by five questions scattered
in random order among the other questions (Appendix A). Raw scores for each of the
stages are calculated by summing the scores from each scaled group. In addition to the 35
Likert-type questions, there are four demographic questions with one being open-ended.

The developers of the instrument calculated the Internal reliability using Cronbach’s
alpha with coeficients ranging from .64 to .83. According to Hall, George, and Rutherford
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(1977), only the statements, or items that correlated highly with responses to other items
measuring the same Stage of Concern than with responses to items for other stages were
included. Various studies have been conducted using the instrument and affirming its
validity. The developers also conducted a validity study through two analyses from 363
teachers who completed a pilot questionnaire. The data was used to compute a correlation,
and a matrix was developed (Hall, George, & Rutherford, 1977). The second source of
data collection includes the completion of two written questions at the end of two training
sessions and interviews at the conclusion of the four-week training.

Research design, procedures, and statistical analyses

The study was conducted through a two-phase mixed methods embedded design.
A mixed methods study includes both quantitative and qualitative methods of data
collection and analyses. In addition to using multiple methods, the researcher integrated
the results to draw upon the strengths of each method. This design was selected to include
data to answer the secondary research question within this predominantly quantitative
study. The qualitative strand is used to describe or explain the results of the quantitative
strand.

Quantitative

Before the initial training, participants completed the SoC questionnaire. Raw scores
for each domain were calculated for each participant. After four weeks of training were
finished, participants completed the same SoC questionnaire. Again, raw scores were
calculated from the post-test data. Due to the small sample size, a nonparametric test
was needed to analyze the data collected from the pre- and post-tests. If the sample size
were large enough to invoke the Central Limit Theorem the appropriate parametric test
to compare two sets of data, which can be represented in pairs, like a pre- and post-
test, would be a matched-paired t-test or dependent t-test. However, since there was a
smaller sample size that cannot be assumed to be normally distributed, a comparable
nonparametric test, such as the Wilcoxon Signed-Ranks test was used. The assumptions
for a Wilcoxon Signed-Ranks test are that the data is paired and comes from the same
population, each pair is chosen independently, and the data are measured at least on an
ordinal scale are met and ensure justification of the use of this test.

Qualitative

After two training sessions, participants answered a written two question survey, and
after completion of the training and the pre- and post-questionnaires, the participants
were interviewed with questions developed from the results of the quantitative data
analyses (Appendix B). The written survey questions included the questions, “What did
you learn today?” and “What would you like to learn?” The qualitative data was coded and
analyzed to develop themes. Themes were quantified as to the frequency of occurrence
and ranked according to their frequency. The theme rankings were reviewed to determine
which aspects of the professional development training had an influence on the change, if
any, in the seven domains of the concerns assessment.

Results
In this section, we first present the analysis of the quantitative data and then move to
presenting the qualitative data.

Quantitative
The pre- and post-scores from all stages were analyzed using seven Wilcoxon Signed-
Ranks Tests (Table 2). The results for Stage 2, 3, and 5 are statistically significant.

Qualitative

The interview data along with the written replies to the two questions were coded using
Strauss and Corbin’s (1990) open coding guidelines. The guidelines explain “the process
of breaking down, examining, comparing, conceptualizing, and categorizing data” (p. 61).
Through this process three themes emerged (Figure 2). These themes include increased
training time, increased practice opportunities, and discussion about the programs.

Time

Most participants stated they did not feel enough time was given to them to learn
additional information regarding the technology and how to use it in their school setting.
This aligns with Desimone’s (2009) suggestion that for effective TPD to occur, there needs
to be at least 20 hours of training given over a semester. The TPD provided in this study
only lasted one hour per day for 3 days per week over a four-week span.

One difficulty the researcher faced was the large differences in prior computer use
and knowledge by the participants. While some participants had no experience with
computers, other participants had used them for, “social media, typing and printing,
storing information, and games.” The participants who had no experience with computes
required training on how to open, turn on, and log into the computers in addition to basic
typing instruction. The participants who already knew the basics of the computers wanted
to learn about how to use specific programs. This variation of needs split the TPD time
between two sets of participants. One group learned about the basics of the computer and
computer use. For examples, this group required instruction on how to open the laptop
computer, turn the device on, log onto the computer, and beginning typing skills. The
other group learned skills such as how to input data into an Excel spreadsheet, input basic
formulas, and how to work with images in a document.

Practice Opportunities

The secondary theme identified was a desire for the participants to have opportunities
to practice newly learned skills. Structured time during the trainings was provided, but
the participants requested additional time which would be provided in a non-structured
format. One participant stated, “You did not give us enough time to use what we learned”
and requested that the researcher allow them the opportunity to practice what they had
learned in the trainings during their lunch and planning breaks. The participant stated
this would give them the opportunity to try out individual ideas and figure out ways to
use it for their specific classroom needs. Another participant asked “How to memorize all
the keys with their functions without continuous practice.” The researcher provided an
additional hour each day during weeks two through four during the participants’ lunch
break. Some participants would skip lunch to practice on the computers giving them an
extra hour every day.
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Programs

Participants also stated what they wanted to learn included how to save information,
keyboarding skills, and how to become more proficient in general computer use (Figure 3).
One participant asked to learn how to use Microsoft Excel to create charts, while another
requested instruction on how to create certificates using Microsoft Word. Keyboarding
skills was an area where several of the participants requested more training. After one
TPD training session a participant stated, “Today’s lesson has not been so successful to
me because typing has defeated me.” After the same lesson on typing in word, another
participant said, “I still wonder how to look for alphabet letters and how to put in the
word.” Once each participant shared what they wanted to learn, the trainer attempted to
address each during the four week TPD. This flexible TPD model was used to meet the
learners at their individual level of knowledge and needs.

Discussion

The results of the quantitative data suggest the teachers’ level of concern in three of
the seven levels decreased after training was provided. The three stages where the concern
decreased include Personal, Management, and Collaboration. There was one stage, Stage
6, Refocusing, in which the teachers’ scores actually statistically significantly increased
which indicates their level of concern went up after the TPD. This stage is where the
teachers would consider making changes to the computer or consider replacing them
with a more powerful device. The teachers level of knowledge about the use of computers
was still limited after the four weeks of TPD were offered. They likely realized their lack
of ability to upgrade or alter the computers after they became more familiar with the
innovation. While the other three stages, Unconcerned, Informational, and Consequence,
did not show a statistically significant decrease in concern, all post-scores did decrease
suggesting a decrease in concern for each stage.

Personal Stage

The decrease of concern in the Personal Stage indicates the teachers are less
concerned with the individual demands or their role with the computer. This stage was
addressed during the TPD throughout the four weeks. The trainer discussed various ways
the teachers could use the computers depending on their classroom needs. For example,
for the teachers who teach 4-5 year olds, instruction was provided on how to develop
resources to provide the students with lessons on the identification of the letter of the
alphabet and their sounds. The teachers for the older students requested learning how
to keep data such as grades using a spreadsheet. Developing an understanding of how
computers can address needs specific to their own classrooms and students allowed the
teachers to see the benefits of computer use.
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Management Stage

The decrease in the Management Stage suggests the teachers are less concerned
with the organization and scheduling of the computers. The trainer addressed the
tasks of using the computers at the beginning and end of the four week TPD. Knowing
how to maintain the upkeep of the computers is important especially in the context of
this study where there are few people who can assist when problems arise or there is
no access to replace the computers if they are broken. Additionally, there is sporadic
availability of electricity so the challenge of keeping the computers charged had to be
addressed.

Collaboration Stage

The last stage in which there was a significantly different decrease in scores,
Collaboration, suggests the teachers are less concerned with working with their peers
while using the computers. The teachers were asked to work collaboratively throughout
the four week TPD. They were given tasks to complete together and often problem-solved
with each other.

Based on Jack Mezirow’s Transformative Learning Theory (1981) adults learn
through both instrumental and communicative learning. Instrumental learning focuses
on task-oriented learning practices, whereas communicative learning focuses on how the
learner’s needs, desires, and feelings are communicated. This theory was elaborated upon
by Knowles (1984) who explained adults learn best experimentally, through problem-
solving, with the knowledge of why they are learning what they are learning, and if they
see an immediate benefit to their current position. Based on the results of the interview
data, the participants felt more experimental opportunities would be beneficial to
reducing their level of concern so they would be able to develop individual skills needed to
immediately implement their newly learned abilities into their specific educational setting.
The statements of the need for more practice time coincide with principles provided by
Knowles. George, Hall, and Stiegelbauer (2006) explain individuals usually progress
through the stages of concern and that “earlier concerns must first be resolved (lower in
intensity) before later concerns can emerge (increase in intensity)” (p. 8), but this process
is “highly personal and requires time as well as timely intervention for both cognitive and
affective factors” (p. 9). While our sample of teachers who were most concerned with Stage
1-Informational did not resolve their concerns of that stage, their level of concern did
significantly decrease; they did not progress toward a later, higher level stage. A decrease
in concern in other stages were observed. With more “time, successful experience, and the
acquisition of new knowledge and skills” (p. 9) it is likely the participants’ concerns about
implementing the innovation are likely to continue to decrease.

Limitations

This study was limited to a small sample of teachers in a rural school in Uganda. If
the setting was changed, different results might be seen. Having had little to no access to
computers, the teachers in the study were unfamiliar with their use. Whereas teachers
in more urban schools have more opportunities to access computers and are likely to
have more experience using them. The limited knowledge of the teachers in the current
study of basic computer use (i.e. turning the computers on, typing, mouse use) limited the
TPD as to how much training of how to use computers for educational purposes could
be covered in four weeks. Much of the time was spent on teaching basic functionality of
computers giving the teachers an understanding of how to operate the devices, but not as
much practice in how to use them in the classroom.
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Conclusion and future work

There are numerous methods for interrogating the adoption and diffusion of
innovations in the educational sector. Regardless of the method chosen however, emphasis
is often on recognizing the agency of individuals involved in the process. In our study, we
used the Stages of Concerns questionnaire to examine and argue for the importance of
Teacher Professional Development as a means of facilitating adoption of innovations. It is
imperative to address the concerns that the teachers have, if educational innovations are
to have the desired impact, not just in Nyenga, Uganda, but globally.

The present study was based on one school; as such further study are necessary to
examine the phenomenon in different contexts. Future research will look at an alternate
setting with a larger sample size. Consideration will be taken to examine how cultural and
contextual differences in adults may alter the theory of adult learning. Additionally, we
will use a comparative method to carry out this study in a different country because learner
motivation may be varied depending on cultural values, pedagogy, and understanding of
the educational process.

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Abstract

The link between students’ psychological needs and educational practice is often left unexamined
in teacher training. Also underexplored are teacher beliefs about the needs of students. The present
study asked practicing educators in the Republic of Tatarstan (N = 195), considered to be experts
in the local culture as well as experts in child development, to tell us what they considered to be
vitally important needs for the psychological well-being of students. Whether considered from the
perspective of frequency counts or from the perspective of categories identified by independent
raters, the theme of relationships emerged as centrally important in the teacher-generated responses.

Introduction

It seems obvious that educational practice should be based on the developmental
needs of the student. Yet it is perhaps equally evident that teacher training rarely focuses
on the link between student needs and practice. This discrepancy led us to ask the ques-
tion, “What do practicing teachers, themselves, believe about the developmental needs of
students?” In this article, we report the responses to this question of practicing educators
from the Republic of Tatarstan who were participants in a continuing education / recer-
tification program. First, however, we provide some background by elaborating on the
concept of needs as that concept is addressed in contemporary psychology, highlighting
the importance of the construct for teaching and learning.

The concept of ‘needs’

Over the years, the concept of needs has fallen in and out of favor in the field of
psychology. One reason for this is that theories that incorporate a concept of needs have
not always been explicit about the definition of a need, or else have adopted a definition
that does not clearly distinguish between a need and a want or desire. When this hap-
pens, the list of candidate needs tends to grow to the point that it becomes untenable
and, for all practical purposes, untestable. An example is the theory of Henry Murray
(1938), whose Thematic Apperception Test (TAT), still in use today, attempts to pro-
vide the psychologist a window into the unconscious needs fueling the client’s current
conflicts (Ryan & Manly, 2005). Murray’s theory ultimately posited no fewer than 20
‘needs,” some of which would seem on the surface to be mutually exclusive, such as the
need for achievement and the need for abasement. The fundamental problem with this
and similar theories, however, is the lack of a conceptually clear, empirically testable
definition of a need.

Murray’s theory of needs is not in much evidence these days, aside from the rather
limited sphere in which clinicians may continue to use his TAT as a projective test. Of
more lasting popular interest has been Maslow’s (1943) hierarchical theory of needs.
In Maslow’s perspective, ‘lower-level’ needs (for example, physiological needs for food,
water, warmth, rest, as well as the need for safety) must be satisfied before ‘higher-level’
needs (for example, for belongingness, esteem, and self-actualization) can become
activated and salient. Maslow’s pyramid-shaped hierarchy is easily remembered and
readily recognizable, and has enjoyed popular influence in the realms of business and
education, despite the scant empirical evidence in support of the model (see Reeve, 2005;
Ryan & Deci, 2017).

In contrast to these approaches, self-determination theory (SDT), a contemporary
theory of motivation, personality, and development (Deci & Ryan, 1985; Ryan & Deci,
2017), provides a strong definition of a need. According to SDT, a need is that which
is essential for growth, integration, and well-being. The emphasis in this definition on
what is essential clearly distinguishes a need from a want or desire. Further, linking the
satisfaction of a need with specific outcomes (in terms of growth, integration, and well-
being) makes the construct an empirically testable one. When a need is satisfied, it leads
to positive outcomes that are specified a priori; when a need remains unsatisfied, or when
it is actively thwarted or undermined, negative outcomes would be anticipated.

Thus far, empirical work within the SDT tradition has identified three psychological
needs: the need for competence, the need for relatedness, and the need for autonomy.
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Competence, sometimes called mastery or self-efficacy, refers to the need to feel capable of
having an impact on one’s environment, the belief that one’s actions are linked to desired
or intended outcomes. Relatedness reflects the fact that humans are social beings; it is
the ongoing need for meaningful and mutual relationships throughout one’s life. Lastly,
autonomy is the experience of being the ‘author’ of one’s actions, the feeling that one can
make personally meaningful and valued choices. Importantly, SDT’s model of needs is
not hierarchical, as is Maslow’s; the needs are presumed to be salient to the person at all
times and in all circumstances (Ryan & Deci, 2017).

To that end, the research investigating SDT’s three needs has demonstrated a link
between need satisfaction and positive outcomes in various domains such as sports
(Ntoumanis & Standage, 2009), business and industry (Gagne & Deci, 2005), counseling
and psychotherapy (Ryan, Lynch, Vansteenkiste, & Deci, 2011), and, importantly,
education (Niemiec & Ryan, 2009). We turn now to a discussion of the research on
psychological needs and education.

It is important however to preface that discussion with a brief overview of the
closely-related construct of intrinsic motivation. Indeed, historically, SDT began with the
investigation of intrinsic motivation as a counter-point to the dominance of behaviorism
in psychology and education in North America. Briefly, when intrinsically motivated, a
person engages in an activity for the interest or enjoyment that are inherent in the activity,
itself, as opposed to doing so for some separable reward (Deci & Ryan, 1985; Ryan &
Lynch, 2003). The prototypical example of intrinsically motivated activity is play, which
we point out is a characteristic of much of the learning activity of childhood (see Pyle
& DeLuca, 2017). Through play, children both use their current skills while at the same
time stretching those skills and acquiring new ones. Regrettably, intrinsic motivation
for learning generally decreases as children progress through school. This change in
motivation is not accidental but happens systematically, as a result of the consistent use
of pressure and reinforcement contingencies such as rewards, which have been found to
undermine intrinsic motivation for various activities, learning among them (Niemiec &
Ryan, 2009; Ryan & Lynch, 2003; Ryan & Weinstein, 2009). On the other hand, research
consistently shows that when students are intrinsically motivated — when they engage in
learning activities for reasons that feel more internal, personally valued and personally
chosen - students reliably demonstrate better outcomes, including academic performance,
perseverance at challenging tasks, creativity, retention (versus dropping out), and well-
being (Deci & Ryan, 1985; Vansteenkiste, Simons, Lens, Sheldon, & Deci, 2004). Given
such evidence for the importance and benefits of intrinsic motivation for learning, early
researchers in the SDT tradition began to explore how to create learning environments
that would support rather than undermine students’ natural, intrinsic motivation for
learning. This search led researchers back to the concept of needs.

It turns out that intrinsic motivation, in virtually any domain of activity, is enhanced
and supported by satisfaction of the psychological needs for relatedness, competence,
and autonomy (Deci & Ryan, 1985; Ryan & Deci, 2017). With respect to learning and
education, of the three needs, autonomy has received the most empirical scrutiny and
support to date. Specifically, in classrooms in which teachers support student autonomy,
students demonstrate not only greater autonomy or intrinsic motivation for learning
(Niemiec & Ryan, 2009), but also greater creativity, preference for challenging rather than
easy tasks, better performance, longer retention, and better general well-being (Deci &
Ryan, 1985; Ryan & Deci, 2017; see also Affuso, Bacchini, & Miranda, 2017; Alivernini &
Lucidi, 2011; Fan, Williams, & Wolters, 2012). However, all three of the needs have been
found to be important for students’ internal motivation and other outcomes (Niemiec &
Ryan, 2009; Reeve & Halusic, 2009).
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Thus, based on the existing evidence, it seems clear that satisfaction of students’
psychological needs has important implications for the educational process. Although
some teacher preparation programs make note of the concept of intrinsic motivation
(Reeve, 2005; Reeve & Halusic, 2009), very little is done to anchor this motivational
orientation in the satisfaction of the child’s psychological needs. Given the important
implications for practice, how teachers think about students and their needs is clearly
relevant and needs to be explored. The present study aims to further our understanding
of teacher conceptions about the child’s psychological needs.

As noted, SDT has identified three psychological needs. In theory, the possibility
remains that other needs exist. Finding the balance between SDT’s parsimonious approach
to needs and the less parsimonious and less empirically testable approaches of Murray
(1938) and Maslow (1943) would seem to pose an important challenge to researchers. This
leads us to another important tenet of SDT: that the three psychological needs identified
thus far (for competence, relatedness, and autonomy) are basic or universal, that is, that
they are shared in common by all human beings, regardless of cultural or other contextual
factors. This of course is a strong and even controversial claim to make (e.g., Markus &
Kitayama, 1991), but thus far the evidence supports the claim in countries not only in
North and South America and Europe, but also in China, Japan, South Korea, and Russia,
among others (e.g., Chirkov, 2009; Chirkov, Ryan, & Sheldon, 2011; Jang, Reeve, Ryan,&
Kim, 2009; Zhou, Ma, & Deci, 2009). In each of these cultural settings, whether or not
the underlying need construct is explicitly valued, to the extent that people experience
satisfaction of the needs for competence, relatedness, and autonomy, they experience
better outcomes, as predicted by the theory.

But it seems reasonable to ask: What do teachers who are trained and embedded
in a non-Western context think about the developmental needs proposed by Western-
oriented theories, and what do they, themselves, as local experts, consider to be important
for the child? As a first step in exploring these questions, Lynch and Salikhova (2016)
recently tested how practicing teachers in Russia (N =247) would rate a set of 26 statements
drawn from Maslow’s hierarchical theory of needs and from self-determination theory.
In addition, they included in the list of candidate needs an item to reflect the existential
notion of meaning in life as well as several items intended to reflect local cultural
values. When asked to rank-order these statements in terms of their importance for the
healthy psychological development of the child, these teachers ranked meaning as the
most important to the child’s development, followed by SDT’s constructs of relatedness
and competence. Next in terms of importance they ranked Maslow’s constructs of self-
actualization, self-esteem, and safety, in that order, followed by SDT’s autonomy and lastly
Maslow’s physiological needs.

The findings of Lynch and Salikhova (2016) call attention to an important issue. Thus
far, the research on SDT’s concept of needs has been largely nomothetic and quantitative in
nature. In other words, the constructs under investigation have been defined by Western,
English-speaking psychologists; quantitative scales have been developed (initially in
English, for the most part) to measure these constructs; and then these same scales have
been administered to members of another culture (with attention paid to producing good
translations into the local language) and statistical tests performed to determine whether
satisfaction of the needs by members of the new culture would also be associated with the
kind of positive outcomes predicted by the theory. This approach is of course the gold
standard in contemporary empirical research, and the results have generally supported
the predictions made by SDT regarding the relation of need satisfaction to various
outcomes. But it leaves open the question of whether there might possibly be more than
three, genuine (i.e., truly essential) psychological needs. In particular, what would happen
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if researchers were to ask representatives of a local culture - local experts — what they
considered to be essential for the healthy psychological development of the child? This is
the question that prompted the current study.

The present research

Prior research has demonstrated the importance of psychological need satisfaction
to the educational experience of students, in terms of student motivation, academic
outcomes, and well-being, among other indicators. To date, this research has largely been
nomothetic and quantitative in nature. In addition, little is known about the beliefs of
practicing teachers concerning the psychological needs of their students. The present
study attempted to address this gap in the literature by asking practicing educators, viewed
as local experts (both in terms of culture and in terms of professional training), what they
considered to be most important for their students’ psychological development.

Method

Participants and Procedures

Participants (N = 195, 92% female) were practicing educators from across the Republic
of Tatarstan, located in the Russian Federation, who were recruited through a continuing
education / recertification program in which they were taking part. The participants
ranged in age from 20 to 70 years old, with a mean age between 30 - 40 years. Included
in the sample were teachers (73.4%), psychologists (7.2%), school administrators (1.5%),
and methodologists (1%); the remainder (16.9%) did not report profession. The level of
education varied, with 5.5% having completed high school, 77.9% having completed an
undergraduate or equivalent degree, and 9.2% having completed a doctoral degree. In
terms of place of work, 5.6% reported currently working at an orphanage, 60.5% in a
school setting, 23.5% at a university or institute setting, and 8% selecting “other.” In terms
of the children with whom participants worked, 9.7% reported working with children
from 0 - 3 years old, while others worked with children 4 - 7 years old (15.4%), 7 - 16
years old (43.6%), and older than 16 years (19.5%).

In addition, we were interested in whether participants had had educational
experiences that might have shaped their beliefs about the needs of children. In part, we
wanted to ensure that their beliefs could be considered ‘local” (acknowledging of course
our necessarily imprecise use of that term here). Accordingly, we asked whether they had
completed any professional training outside the country (89.2% said “no”), and whether
they had worked with colleagues from outside the country (80.5% said “no”). When asked
if they had ever heard of self-determination theory, 80.1% said “no.”

Materials

Participants were presented a packet of materials including demographic items,
several distractor questions, and the target item:

Psychological needs. For normal development the organism needs to satisfy
biological needs for food, water, warmth. For the normal development of the personality
the satisfaction of psychological needs is necessary. Write down what in your view
are the three most important needs that are vitally essential for the development of a
psychologically healthy personality.

In the survey packet three lines were then provided for participants to write their
responses. Many participants supplied a single word per line, while others used a phrase
to capture their thought. There were no restrictions placed on them in this respect. Not
everyone chose to use all three lines. All materials were presented in the Russian language,
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and were administered by local students from an undergraduate psychology program at
Kazan Federal University (located in the capital of the Republic of Tatarstan).

Analytic Strategy

In order to analyze the responses, two approaches were utilized. First, we explored
the data in terms of word or concept frequencies. It struck us as important to determine
which words or concepts appeared most frequently in the listings provided by the local
experts (the teachers): presumably it would be meaningful and noteworthy if some
ideas appeared more often than others. As a second step, we also had a group of four
independent raters read through and organize participant responses using a kind of
modified Q-sort technology. They were instructed to organize the words and phrases into
groups, based on conceptual similarity. These raters were native speakers of Russian, all
with an education in psychology, but were otherwise blind to the details of our study.

Results

Word / concept frequencies. Cumulatively, participants provided 444 responses to
the target item about children’s needs. Next, we looked for the words or concepts that
appeared most frequently in the lists created by our teacher-experts. Specifically, each time
a word or its related root appeared, it was counted. What did we find? Table 1 shows that
the highest-frequency words were communication (n = 42), love (n = 39), understanding
(n =21), family (n = 15), respect (n = 11), and care (n = 10). By contrast, words provided
by the teacher — experts with a low frequency of occurrence included success (n = 3), self-
actualization (n = 1), independence (n = 1), freedom (n = 1), and self-confidence (n = 1).

Classification of teacher responses into categories. Next the responses generated by
teachers were organized into conceptually related categories by four independent raters,
who were asked first to sort the teacher responses into as many categories as they felt were
needed, and then, in a next step, to re-sort them into 10 categories. (Note that exact du-
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plicates were removed before presenting raters with the list of teacher responses.) Raters
were asked to create an appropriate, descriptive label for each category or cluster. Table
2 presents the 10 categories into which the raters organized teacher responses, with the
rater’s descriptive label for each category. We note, first, that the categories into which
the raters sorted teacher responses, and the labels that they created for the categories,
were not identical. Some categories included more items, others included fewer items.
Table 2 organizes the rater-provided categories according to conceptual similarity (as
determined by the authors). Thus for example the first row shows that all four raters
identified a category of teacher responses that the rater considered to reflect “family”; the
second row indicates that all four raters identified a theme of a “social” dimension in the
teacher responses; the third row shows that all four raters discerned a theme pertaining in
some way to self-development. Thereafter, the raters differed among themselves in terms
of whether three or fewer of the raters identified a similar theme in the teacher-provided
responses (for example, three of the four raters found a theme having to do with the
physical or biological dimension, but only one rater identified a theme that they called
“trust,” and so on).

Discussion

Previous studies on the role of student needs in the domain of education have been
largely quantitative and nomothetic in nature. The present study represents one of the
first attempts to approach the question of student needs qualitatively, from an idiographic
perspective. Specifically, practicing educators (N = 195) were enlisted as local experts, in
terms of both their cultural expertise and their professional expertise, to tell us, in their
own words, what they considered to be essential for the healthy psychological develop-
ment of the child. When considered from the perspective of frequency counts, the re-
sponses provided by the practicing educators emphasized things like communication (n
=42), love (n = 39), understanding (n = 21), family (n = 15), respect (n = 11), and care (n
= 10). These and, indeed, many of the other teacher-generated responses all seemed to
center around one or another aspect of relationships as a key to the child’s psychological
well-being. Notably, concepts that are often emphasized in Western psychology as being
of critical importance (e.g., success, self-actualization, independence, freedom, self-confi-
dence), although included by teachers in the responses they generated, were endorsed
with far less frequency, suggesting that these typically Western constructs were not espe-
cially important to this group of local experts.

When we asked our four independent raters to categorize the teacher-generated
responses in terms of conceptual similarity, all four of them identified a theme that they
labeled family, and all four also identified a social dimension within the teacher responses.
Thus, as with the frequency counts, the category of relationships, broadly speaking,
emerged as important in the classifications of the four raters. In this regard, the results of
the present study align with at least one of the three psychological needs identified within
self-determination theory: the need for relatedness.

Implications for practice. The results of the present study have implications both
for practice and for research. In terms of practice, the fact that teachers in Tatarstan
provided such a strong endorsement of relationships speaks to the importance of this
construct within the local culture. If we can assume that this need for relationships is
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for all practical purposes equivalent to SDT’s need for relatedness, then there are several
recommendations for practice that we can make to teachers and teachers-in-training who
work with children in this region of the world. First, activities that foster cooperative
learning and classroom community conduce toward satisfaction of the relatedness need
with one’s peers (Reeve & Halusic, 2009). Further, the relationship between student and
teacher presumably is also important (Claessens et al., 2017); given that research shows
that the kind of relationship that supports feelings of autonomy tends to be the kind of
relationship that supports the need for relatedness (Ryan & Deci, 2017), teachers might
try to create an autonomy supportive climate in their classrooms. Again, prior research
suggests this can be done by taking students’ perspective; providing an explanatory
rationale for the importance of classroom activities; using non-controlling language;
and acknowledging and accepting students’ affect, including negative affect (Reeve,
2005; Reeve & Halusic, 2009). Importantly, because needs are posited to be universal
(although this is an empirical question; see below), these recommendations should apply
to all students in the classroom, rather than needing to be individually tailored (Reeve &
Halusic, 2009).

Implications for research. That the construct of relationships was endorsed by many of
the sampled educators in Tatarstan as being vitally important to the healthy psychological
development of the child speaks to the fact that the construct is valued in this particular
society — or, more accurately, that it is valued by this group of cultural and professional
experts. To take the next step and argue that the underlying construct is a genuine
need of children in this cultural setting would require testing whether the presence of
relationships (ideally, reflecting the various aspects of relationships identified by the
teacher-experts, such as communication, love, respect, attention, and so on) is associated
in the predicted direction with outcomes for the child such as well-being, integration, and
internal motivation. Indeed, in line with the body of SDT research that has supported the
case for relatedness as a psychological need (e.g., Ryan & Deci, 2017), we would predict
this to be the case. But had some other construct been nominated by the local experts in
our sample — something not previously identified by SDT or by some other theoretical
framework - the next step in terms of a research agenda, we would argue, would be to
test whether satisfaction of the candidate need was associated with outcomes such as
well-being, integration, and internal motivation. In other words, in our view the utility
of the strong definition of a need adopted within the SDT framework, as that which is
essential for well-being and integration, remains constant; what is subject to empirical
verification is whether other psychological needs, either culturally specific or universal
(Ryan & Deci,2017), can be identified.

Limitations. There are several notable limitations of the present study. For example,
we have made the argument that the frequency with which a given word or concept was
nominated by the local teacher-experts should be taken as an indication of the construct’s
importance in the local culture. This does indeed seem to make sense, at face value. On the
other hand, it is possible that a concept nominated with far less frequency - for example,
calm or harmony or emotionality — is in fact a stronger need candidate than concepts that
appeared more frequently; that is, perhaps harmony (n = 3) bears a stronger association
to well-being, in this culture, than does understanding (n = 21). Ultimately, this is an
empirical question that would need to be tested. But it calls attention to another limitation
of the current study. Terms like calm, harmony, and so on are in themselves rather vague;
ideally, it would be important to follow up with participants, perhaps in an interview
format, to ask them to clarify what they mean by those terms, perhaps giving examples of
them that would apply to children in general and to the educational setting in particular.
This unfortunately was outside the scope of the present study.
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The presence of inconsistencies among the independent raters represents another
limitation of the study. What for example is the significance of the fact that Rater 3
placed 14 teacher-generated responses under the heading of “family,” while Rater 4 used
this same label to categorize 42 teacher-provided responses? Ultimately, it does seem
meaningful that all four raters identified the theme of “family” in the teacher responses,
but the issue of discrepancies needs to be further explored.

Conclusion

The present study investigated the beliefs of practicing educators (N = 195) about
the psychological needs of students. A consistent theme that emerged in their responses,
whether considered in terms of frequency counts or in terms of categories created by
independent raters, was that of relationships. These educators, whom we considered to be
experts both in terms of their own, local culture and in terms of their professional training,
considered that relationships with others are vitally important to the development of
a psychologically healthy child. Implications for practice and for future research were
explored.

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Abstract

This paper presents a reflection on some key elements that make teaching strategies the keystone of
teaching adaptation to the current training context in higher education. The approach is based on
the consideration of changes in different levels and fields; namely, normative changes (including
law), educational centres’ normative, etc. Social changes also impact on the educational system,
strategies and goals. In this case, it is important to keep in mind how the social model has change in
the last decades in terms of communication, needs, learning processes, motivation, etc. The paper
also analyses the impact of market/job changes, how professional profiles have changed with respect
to the demanded competences, skills and employers’ expectations on junior workers, and how these
requirements are considered at different levels of higher education (for instance, in internships).
The focus of this paper is on how university teachers can design, perform and assess their teaching
with the aim of facilitating the professional integration of our young generation into a global society,
with its specific needs and its demands. Thus, teaching methodology during the teaching-learning
processes is a key element to deal with all these changes and new training requirements. The teaching
methodological approach can help both teachers and students to plan and develop a formative road-
map including the competences for increasing as much as possible students’ occupability skills, which
will help them be more flexible and versatile. The second part of the paper (based on improvements
on training performance) includes the presentation of different models to keep the coherence
(alignment) between the design of training programmes, teaching methodology and assessment of
learning outputs, paying special attention to the Context Contingent Aligned Model- CCAM.

Introduction

Regardless of the teaching context, the country, or the educational stage/phase in
which we are working as teachers, there are many global changes that have a direct
impact on the educational field, and consequently, in how our students learn. Although
these changes affect all education stages and institutions, this article focusses on higher
education. Many authors base their research on the understanding of the influence of
these changes over the performance of higher education (Castejon & Zamora, 2004), to
understand and consider this new methodological paradigm (De Miguel Diaz, 2005),
and also to generate new resources to facilitate the teaching tasks according to this new
scenario (Cox, Imrie & Miller, 2014). In the following paragraph, some examples of these
changes are briefly presented.

The first type of change we have to consider is the one related to norms, including
general laws (from the government), educational institutions norms, and others that
could affect the design of training programmes.

From a social point of view, there are also general changes related to the way we are
in contact with others, with the context of how we use available resources and manage
them both in general life and of course, in education; namely, creation and uses of new
communication systems/tools, changes in society values, etc. Although all these changes
affect particularly young people (Mihailidis, 2014), they also impact generally on the
educational field and are therefore considered in educational research (Frey & Brink, 1998;
Fernandez, 2006; Fallow & Steven, 2000; Lai, Khaddage & Knezek, 2013). Consequently,
several challenges in teaching-learning processes have appeared, e.g., the introduction
of technological tools and devices in teaching performance (Johnson, Adams Becker,
Estrada & Freeman, 2015), and their potential effects on learning outcomes (Tess, 2013).

The third typologies of changes to be highlighted are the ones related to market/
companies/jobs. Social and market requirements and expectations are changing very fast.
These new needs and demands go beyond technical skills and specific competences related
to a specific job. These changes include the explicit value and importance of continuous
learning processes; life-long-learning (Knapper & Cropley, 2000), and also the power of
soft skills management (Le Boterf, 1998), such as communication skills, problem-solving,
team-working (Guerrero, 2010), time and tasks management, etc. (Mansfield & Mitchell,
1996). New market dynamics also affect the emergence of new professional profiles.

All these changes lead teachers to a really exciting situation in view of how
challenging it is. It is important to take into account how important occupability skills
are for our students; i.e., their ability to get and maintain a job even against direct context
changes (Martinez-Roca, Pineda i Herrero & Martinez, 2016). As requirements (and
consequences) appear, the need to re-think “learning to learn” skills and the learning
process of autonomous students (Rué, 2009), become important because they allow our
students to develop personal strategies to a) detect resources in the context and b) use
properly their own resources (i.e., professional and personal background).

To keep these changes (and their consequences) in mind during the training design
process is important to ensure an appropriate training programme in which the social
reality and its evolution are contemplated. This design should include not only the
competences to be acquired, but also the teaching methodology strategy and the way
the learning outcomes of student are going to be assessed. Some examples of models to
guarantee the alignment of these considerations are quoted in this paper, emphasizing
the theoretical model called Context Contingent Aligned Model- CCAM (Moreno Oliver,
2014).

The next sections focus on teaching methodology and how it considers all the
aforementioned elements, since most of the key topics enumerated throughout the
introduction section affect not only education, but also social and daily life aspects. Note
that topics presented in next sections are addressed with special emphasis to their impact
on teaching methodology.

Different teaching-learning scenarios have been considered in this theoretical model.
In all of them, three key elements are presented: design, methodology and assessment. It
also includes some examples about how to manage educational scenarios according to
these variables and how to describe some teaching-learning situations that could be found
in these scenarios.

The importance of methodological strategy used by teachers

Both in national and international literature, different elements and orientations
proposed to be integrated and/or considered in teaching strategies design can be found.
For example, previous research aims to increase the impact of the proposed learning
activities on the general students learning process. On the other hand, other works are
focused on the consolidation of learning outcomes in terms of significance (Tobdn, 2006;
Spencer & De la Teja, 2001; Spencer & Spencer, 1993). The methodological strategy used
by teachers in hands-on activities (planned both in and out the classroom) becomes a
key aspect to achieve the adaptation of students’ competencies development to the new
educational and global context (Hernandez-Leo, Moreno Oliver & Peig, 2013). We can
differentiate several variables to be considered in the methodological strategy: group
characteristics in terms of motivation, expectations, and micro-context idiosyncrasy
(Wlodkowski & Ginsberg, 2017), time and space opportunities and limitations in terms
of physical resources and timing for activities development (De la Torre & Violant,
n.d), consideration of active methodologies (Ueckert & Gess-Newsome, 2008), and
technological resources to bring closer the learning context to the social one (Venkatesh,
Croteau & Rabah, 2014; Noor-Ul-Amin, 2013).

It is known that the more active is the participation of students, the more significant
is their learning (avoiding over-stimulation). In many cases, the above considerations
are easily applicable when they do not require a big effort (either in time or in specific
pedagogical knowledge) for the teaching staff. However, their impact on students’
learning process can be important, especially with respect to students’ motivation and
teaching-referred satisfaction level (Moreno Oliver, Carpintero & Hernandez-Leo, 2013).
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The next section is focused on the importance of teacher’s training and learning as a
continuum to guarantee their adaptation to the new educational context, giving response
to the needs related to the necessary rethinking exercise of university teachers’ functions
and competences (Mas & Tejada, 2013).

Teachers’ training

Teachers’ empowerment is needed to help them assume and deal with changes in
higher education performance (Tejada, 2005). This training should facilitate teachers’ job,
providing them with tools for confidently managing the challenge of this new educational
paradigm. As teachers are a potential agent of social changes by themselves (Tejada,
1998), their training should progress and be accordingly adapted to this new situation,
considering not only the content of the training, but also the context. Training of teachers
in context and content implies that different resources must be provided to teachers in
order to facilitate their effective use to offer students the highest quality training possible.
Besides including the management of the content to be taught itself, these resources
must start with the overall conception of training. Key aspects of these considerations are
collected in Table 1.

o Take into account teachers’ professional
profile (functions, tasks, skills required
for their development) as well as their
professional scenario.

« Didactics; including design, development and
assessment processes related to training-
learning processes both in and out the
classroom.

o Transversal competences and learning
outcomes as key elements for the assessment
and certification of students’ level of domain
for each worked competence.

o Real and operational connection of training,
going beyond the curriculum and connecting
training with life (social life, personal
students’ experiences, research, market/
companies...it depends if we are teaching at
primary/ secondary school or at University).

o Assume explicitly the social responsibility of all
educational institutions, considering aspects
such as the respect to multiculturalism,
gender, professional ethics, etc.

As it can be seen in Table 1, most of the aspects highlighted are directly or indirectly
connected with soft skills that teachers should dominate and be able to teach. For example,
to develop the curriculum with enough flexibility to adapt it to different contexts, to know
and apply active teaching-learning methodologies, to promote soft skills in an explicit
way, to guarantee that teachers know the legal framework and teaching laws/normative.
In all cases, the responsibility should be shared by both teachers and education system in
terms of how training programmes for teachers are designed and maintained over time.
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Similar considerations are pointed out in terms of contents. There is one global aspect
which is reflected in all considered points in the table: the need to think about teaching
performance and attitude. Several studies in different educational institutions examine
this topic, for example Impedovo and Malik (2016). published a paper focused on the
importance of reflective practice and research attitude for the professional development
of in-service teachers. In this study, nine teachers engaged in an international master’s
course were interviewed to obtain their own reflections on this topic. The study highlights
the need for regular and more guided support on improving reflective practice, especially
for junior teachers. Hence, this means the need to consider also the teaching background of
our teachers and, of course, the different resources that would be used by them depending
on their background and needs. Teachers’ perception about their obligations as teachers
also has an impact on their performance; for example Webel and Platt (2015) presents
a research focused on two secondary mathematics teachers who share data regarding
their expressed goals, their perceived obligations, and their instructional practice. The
findings suggest that perceived obligations hindered teachers' efforts to change their
practice. To help teachers with the achievement of their goals, it is needed institutional
acknowledgement, and perhaps promotion possibilities, resources to make more accurate
their performance, etc. (Arends, 2014).

The consideration of all these aspects; teachers’ training, training adaptation to new
contexts and content, social responsibility, social and market expectations, students’
profiles changes, teachers’ professional feelings about their performance, and other
teachers’ obligations (for example, administrative tasks, and so forth) reflect how
difficult teaching and preparing teachers is in terms of training, development of adequate
resources, etc.

The following section goes deeper into a specific challenging topic related to teachers’
performance. It presents a reflection on the importance of the alignment between
competences, teaching strategy (methodology) and assessment of learning outcomes that
should be taken into account by teachers. Apart from presenting a general reflection in
terms of needs and requirements to achieve this alignment, it includes a theoretical model
focused on this process and its possibilities and benefits according to the aforementioned
topics.

Importance of the alignment between Competences, Methodology and Assessment
(C*M*A)

It is necessary to emphasize the importance of the training design in a way that
its three key aspects are coherently connected; this raises a series of basic questions
that will help us interrelate the Competences (in terms of content) to be taught, the
Methodological Strategies that will be used to work those contents, and the Assessment of
learning outcomes. We present a theoretical model called CCAM-Model (Moreno Oliver,
2014), inspired by other ones which are individually and comparatively summarized
in the earlier reference. This model considers the three key conceptual foundations
above mentioned: competences, methodology and evaluation, taking into account the
importance and particularities of each one as well as the elements and variables that they
respectively integrate. This theoretical model is based on two basic concepts:

 Alignment: it refers to the importance of the training programmes design,
ensuring that the three key elements (competences, methodology and assessment) are
well-connected in terms of coherence.

« Consideration of Learning Outcomes (LOs): it refers to students' learning verifiable
declarations. It is important that students know these LOs since the beginning of the
programme in order to know teachers’ expectations. The fact to share with students these
expectations as LOs allows them, for example, to activate self-regulation mechanisms.
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Taking into account the principles considered in the CCAM-Model, Table2 presents
its characteristics in terms of: training design implications, implications on teaching
performance -teaching methodology- and learning assessment implications.

The CCAM- Model spares a thought for all these elements and their articulation
to inspire teaching performance in an aligned way. In the following figure (Figure 1) is
presented a graphical representation of the Model.

As can be seen, the Model consists of three principal parts:

o Regarding the competency-based training design: the CCAM-Model makes
a contextual approach in the most primary phase of the competency-based training
design (context awareness). The training plan is focused on learning outcomes, derived
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from social, marked and professional contextual needs (top-down considerations). It
also considers the needs and concerns of the training programme recipients. Bottom-
up considerations refer to the value of each person in society and their potential as an
agent of change. Finally, the Model considers the expectations of both the context and the
training recipients.

+ Regarding the methodology: in terms of methodology, the CCAM-Model is globally
context-dependent. This contextual dependency refers to the institutions in which the
training is going to be carried out - idiosyncrasy, recipients’ characteristics, teaching staft,
etc. That is, the methodology used for the curriculum development must encompass the
these variables.

 Regarding the assessment: In terms of evaluation, the CCAM-Model is contingent
to the context.

From the conceptual framework of the CCAM-Model, a set of levels based on the
training structure can be defined (Figure 2). These levels reflect different degrees and
forms of the alignment between the three parts above described. The scheme of these
three levels and their description are included in the following lines.

Level CCAM-V: This level reflects a vertical, logical and more analytical teaching-
learning processes approach. A possible manifestation of this level in a real context could
be a scenario in which the teacher designs the training plan by focusing on the competen-
cies of the curriculum, basing the classes on lessons (theory) and on highly monitored
activities. The assessment would be summative and the instrument designed for that: a
multiple-choice test. Students would have a passive role in their own learning process.
Teachers would try to reach the planned objectives by using teaching methodologies
based on memorization.

Level CCAM-H: The second level, based on a horizontal approach, is characterized
by considering all the key elements of the model in an inconsistent way. That is, the ap-
proach is aligned but the given practices respond to more traditional models in some of
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their phases. Thus, it would consider the social, professional and classroom contexts for
the design of the training programmes. However, in this case, either the methodology or
the evaluation would be lacking coherence with the new training paradigm. For example,
a suitable and updated training plan would be designed for the student’s professional pro-
file, relevant materials would be used and could even include the use of technologies for
their development, but the classroom-dynamic methodology would be very focused on
the guidance and orientation of the teaching staft, therefore assuming the principal role
on the teaching-learning process.

Level CCAM-I: This third level would be reflected in an integrated practice in the
training programme in which the student knows why and how this practice is performed
and the competences included in each activity, so that they can prepare them in an
autonomous way. The teacher ensures the provision of sufficient high-quality consulting
resources and makes good use of the technologies as well. The student can execute,
manipulate, reflect, debate and synthesize the work (depending on the content nature)
alone and in group, resulting in a rich and meaningful learning process. The assessment
is carried out by coherent instruments to assess the students” learning outcomes, and
qualitative feedback is given to students to ensure its formative value.

The CCAM-Model (Figure 1) itself and the description of the different alignment
levels (Figure 2) can help teachers keep in mind some key elements for each state
included in the training design as well as perform and achieve a proper alignment level by
individually considering each case.

After the presentation of introductory aspects, the importance of methodology
strategy used by teachers, the resulting considerations on teachers’ training and the global
needed perspective of the orchestration of the three basic elements included in all training
design programmes (competences, methodology and assessment), some conclusions are
included below.

Conclusion

Social, global, and political changes have a clear and direct impact on education,
not only in that provided by families, but also in that from the general system: school,
university, etc. Teachers are expected to assume the responsibility of dealing with these
changes, expectations and social requirements responding to social prospects. In turn, the
educational system should guarantee that its teachers are prepared enough to assume and
response to those expectations, facilitating continuous-training programmes in which
elemental aspects related to current context are included, but without forgetting that the
context is an important variable because of its influence in teaching performance. Despite
all these changes and difficulties, teaching is a really challenging job, guided by passion.
When teachers have not only the motivation, but also the knowledge for performing as
teachers, then they can realise what teaching means, which is the best way to consider all
the aspects mentioned in this article. The teachers’ commitment and implication with
education are indispensable. It is necessary to “cross the walls” of the classroom to achieve
an integral development of students, it is necessary to go beyond the walls and traditional
models, it is important to leave the comfort zone and learn about how technology can
help teaching performance, how can we align our training programmes to strengthen
their coherence and how can we improve the teaching performing to achieve a more
significant and solid learning.

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Abstract

The age-related imbalance of teachers and the gap between the expectations of young teachers
and the objective reality they face in school make us think not only about the system of adapting
novice teachers to work in school, but also about the quality of teaching in teachers’ training
higher educational institutions. We have to address the increasing numbers of teachers leaving the
profession. There is a need to improve the quality of novice teachers’ training.

Lifelong learning is currently viewed as a way for personal self-development, which helps to maintain
specialisms, particularly those in high demand. This approach corresponds to the strategy of
economic and social development of society and causes a synergetic effect of interaction between the
state and the individual. The role of the state in the existing paradigm is decisive in the development
of adequate measures to support and stimulate the education sphere and influences the formation of
a positive image of the teacher's profession.

The Republic of Tatarstan can be seen as an experimental platform where novice teachers are
supported by the state through the implementation of educational grant programs, or scholarships.
This study analyzed the grant support for the professional growth of novice teachers implemented
by state authorities in the Republic of Tatarstan in the period 2011-2016, to reveal the attitude of
teachers to such kind of support from the state. It explored how the system of grants stimulates the
desire of teachers to develop throughout their lives, i.e. to see whether they are ready for lifelong
learning. The successful experience of the grant system implementation in education will allow the
Republic of Tatarstan to become a region of advanced economic development, where human capital
and the formation of skills of the 21st century are given priority.

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Abstract
Students in higher education are becoming more mobile, studying in more than one institution. The
aim of this article is to study the regulatory basis and analyze the mechanisms of academic mobility
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in Germany as a global education and innovation centre. We used an axiological approach, which
allowed us to consider academic mobility as a socially and personally valuable concept, together with
a systematic approach, which helped us to study a complex of mechanisms of students’ academic
mobility provision. The article presents three main levels of the regulatory basis (federal, regional
and institutional) and two levels of the mobility realization mechanisms in Germany (federal and
institutional). At the federal level institutions are governed by basic law, the law on higher education,
the Federal Assistance Act and internationalization strategy. The second level concerns the activity
of Ministerial Conference on Education and Culture, the Rectors’ Conference and Science Council.
The institutional level is illustrated through the example of Munich University. The article will
be of interest to researchers studying the problems of higher education, foreign and comparative
pedagogics and integration processes in the sphere of higher education. The results may also be used
in teaching pedagogics, comparative pedagogics and foreign pedagogics. The recommendations
based on German experience of academic mobility development may be transferable to Russian
universities.

Please read these notes carefully. Complying with these requirements will allow
us to consider your work quickly and make a prompt decision. Please use the checklist
at the end of these notes to make sure you have covered everything.

1. Scope

Education and Self Development (E&SD) is a primary source for academics and
professionals in the expanding field of education and self-development throughout the
world. The Journal is published by Kazan Federal University. It publishes theoretical
perspectives and empirical research that demonstrate how educational systems, networks,
tools and methods lead to improvements in schools, higher, technical and vocational and
non-formal education, professional development and corporate training.

The papers are expected to provide substantive evidence of the outputs, outcomes
and impacts of the interventions trialled, applied, or adopted. Papers that simply evidence
learners,” teachers’ and other users’ opinions in place of objective data are unlikely to be
accepted.

The Journal is published four times each year and is available both in print form and
open access online. E&SD is an open access journal which does not make Article Processing
charges (APCs). All the costs of publishing are met by Kazan Federal University.

2. Language
E&SD publishes article in both Russian and English. All articles have their titles, abstract
and keywords in both languages. However, the references must be in Roman script.

3. Scope
The journal publishes original research papers in the following topics:
o The theory and practice of education and self-development
o Developmental psychology
o Quality improvement of educational systems
o Theory and methods of vocational education:
« The competence approach to training and self-development
o Social and cultural issues in learner development.
 Multi-cultural education
o The psychological and pedagogical issues in the development of personality and
self-development
o International perspectives on education and psychology.

4. General
We welcome jargon-free writing: write as clearly as you can whether you are writing in
Russian or in English. Remember that our readers are busy people: conciseness is a virtue,
whatever the overall length. Avoid obscure references and assumptions and spell out all
acronyms first time around.

Reports of experimental work should be analytical not merely descriptive: reviews of
developing fields should be critical, not merely informative; theoretical overviews should
contain some original contribution or novel perspective.
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We are looking for articles that «take us beyond what we already know:» A description
of an established methodology in a familiar environment needs to have some novel aspect
or be spectacularly written, if it is to gain the approval of the reviewers.

Articles should not normally exceed 4000 words including references to any sources
that readers might wish to trace. However, there is no merit in lengthy reference lists for
their own sake. Wherever possible, the reasons for citing a reference should be clear from
the context. Please check very carefully both their accuracy and presentation (see style
notes below).

We do publish articles which are longer than this 4000 word target. Sometimes it is
not possible to make the argument within this limit — but we do need to be convinced that
the additional material is necessary.

5. Publication ethics

5.1. The Editorial Team

As Editors we take full responsibility for everything that is published in Education & Self
Development. We will:

a. Strive to meet the needs of readers and authors by actively seeking the views of
authors, reviewers, readers and members of the editorial board on ways of improving our
processes.

b. Strive to constantly improve the journal. We will encourage and be aware of
research into peer review and publishing;

c. Put in place processes that will ensure the quality of the material we publish, and
review these processes from time to time to improve them;

d. Support initiatives to educate researchers about publication ethics and those
designed to reduce research and publication misconduct. We will assess the effect of our
journal policies on author and reviewer behaviour and revise those policies, as required,
to encourage responsible behaviour and discourage misconduct;

e. Adopt systems that promote good practice for authors or contributors (i.e. so that
author listings accurately reflect who did the work) and discourage misconduct (e.g. ghost
and guest authors)

f. Champion freedom of expression. Our decisions will not be affected by the origins
of the manuscript, including the nationality, ethnicity, political beliefs, race, or religion
of the authors. Decisions to edit and publish will not be determined by the policies of
governments or other agencies outside of the journal itself;

g. Encourage and be willing to consider cogent criticisms of work published in E&SD.
Authors of criticised material will be given the opportunity to respond.

h. Be open to studies reporting negative results.

i. Maintain the integrity of the academic record;

j. Not permit our standards to be compromised by business needs;

k. Always be willing to publish corrections, clarifications, retractions and apologies
when needed.

1. Inform readers about the steps taken to ensure that submissions from members of
the journal’s staff or editorial board have received an objective and unbiased evaluation;

m. Include submission and acceptance dates with published articles.

n. Base our decisions about journal house style on relevant evidence of factors
that raise the quality of reporting rather than simply on aesthetic grounds or personal
preference

o. Ensure that any press releases issued by the journal reflect the message of the
reported article and put it into context.
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p. Ensure that any complaints about the Journal are investigated in accordance
with the guidelines set out by the Committee on Publication Ethics (COPE). If you have
a complaint about any aspect of the journal please contact a member of the Editorial
Council. Their names and addresses can be found on the Journal website at http://
en.eandsdjournal.org/editor-groups/editorial-council/.

q. Investigate concerns about potential misconduct as follows:

o We will first seek a response from those suspected of misconduct. If we are not
satisfied with the response, we will ask the relevant employers, or institution, or some
appropriate body (perhaps a regulatory body or national research integrity organization)
to investigate.

« We will make all reasonable efforts to ensure that a proper investigation into alleged
misconduct is conducted; if this does not happen, we will make all reasonable attempts to
persist in obtaining a resolution to the problem.

r. Have systems for managing our own conflicts of interest as well as those of our staff,
authors, reviewers and editorial board members
5.2. We promise our authors that:

a. All submissions to the Journal will be reviewed by suitably qualified reviewers who are
members of the Journal's reviewer panel (including statistical review where appropriate);

b. We will, where possible, respect requests from authors that an individual should
not review their submission, if these are well-reasoned and practicable;

c. Our decisions to accept or reject a paper for publication will be based on the paper’s
importance, originality and clarity, and the study’s validity and its relevance to the scope
of the journal;

d. We will not reverse decisions to accept submissions unless serious problems are
identified with the submission;

e. We will publish a transparent description of our review process (single blind
review) and be ready to justify and important deviation from the described processes.

f. We will ensure that reviewers are given strict instructions to keep their comments
confidential and not share them with anyone except the editors dealing with your
submission. We will share the anonymised comments to the other reviewers of your work
as part of the reviewer moderating process.

g. We will send you the reviewers’ comments in their entirety unless they contain
offensive or libellous remarks.

h. We will correct errors, inaccurate or misleading statements promptly and with due
prominence

i. We will support authors whose copyright has been breached or who have been
the victims of plagiarism, and work with their publisher to defend authors’ rights and
pursue offenders (e.g. by requesting retractions or removal of material from websites)
irrespective of whether their journal holds the copyright.

j. Any complaints about the way in which a submission has been handled will be
investigated in accordance with the guidelines set out by the Committee on Publication
Ethics (COPE). If you have a complaint about the way in which your submission has been
handled please contact a member of the Editorial Council. Their names and addresses can
be found on the Journal website at http://en.eandsdjournal.org/editor-groups/editorial-
council/.

k. Concerns about suspected misconduct, including disputed authorship, will be
guided by the COPE flowcharts (http://publicationethics.org/flowcharts). Such concerns
will not be a cause for summary rejection until they have been properly investigated.

1. We will publish our instructions to authors and review them at regular intervals.
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5.3. In return we ask our authors to:

a. Confirm that their contribution is original and that is has neither been published
previously nor is currently being considered for publication elsewhere. Authors must
confirm this in your covering letter to the Editor-in-Chief when they make the submission;

b. Not submit work that has been published elsewhere or which contains significant
amounts of material that has been taken from the work of other authors (plagiarism)
or previous work by the authors of the contribution (text recycling). Education & Self
Development uses systems that detect passages that are not original, and contributions
that fail this criterion will be rejected.

c. Include a statement in their manuscript detailing who has funded the research or
other scholarly work, whether the funders had any role in the research and its publication
and, if so, what this was;

d. To declare any conflicts of interest in the work reported.

e. Ensure that all of the listed authors have made a substantive contribution to the
work and take collective responsibility for the article. Guidance on authorship is included
in our notes for authors.

f. Obey the laws on confidentiality in their own jurisdiction. Regardless of local
statutes, however, authors should always protect the confidentiality of individual
information obtained in the course of research or professional interactions It is therefore
almost always necessary to obtain written informed consent for publication from people
who might recognise themselves or be identified by others (e.g. from case reports or
photographs). It may be possible to publish individual information without explicit
consent if public interest considerations outweigh possible harms, or if it is impossible
to obtain consent and a reasonable individual would be unlikely to object to publication.
It is always helpful if as an author, you can include a statement to this effect in your
manuscript. You should note that consent to take part in research is not the same as
consent to publish personal details, images or quotations.

g. Ensure that the research you carry out is carried out according to the relevant
internationally accepted guidelines (e.g. the Declaration of Helsinki for clinical research,
the AERA and BERA guidelines for educational research).

h. Include a statement in your manuscript that all research has been approved by an
appropriate body (e.g. research ethics committee, institutional review board) where one
exists. If necessary, we may ask authors to provide evidence of ethical research approval
and question authors about ethical aspects (such as how research participant consent was
obtained) if concerns are raised or clarifications are needed.

6. Open data

E&SD strongly encourages authors of articles describing empirical research to make their
data available to others, for example through an institutional or other repository. If this
is not possible then it will not necessarily preclude publication in the Journal, but you
should note that it is one of the criteria by which your work will be assessed.

7. Style notes
It helps us greatly if your manuscript is presented in the APA (American Psychological
Association) style, particularly in the layout of references. These give us the most problems
in copy editing. You can find information on the APA style at: http://www.apastyle.org/
index.aspx.

Submissions that do not use the APA style will be returned for revisions before being
considered further.
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Headings should be as follows:

o Main: roman, bold, initial capital letter and essentials only - no space below

o Secondary: italic, initial capital letter and essentials only - no space below

o Third level: roman, initial capital and essentials only — no space below.

For articles written in English, either UK or USA spelling can be used but this must
be consistent within each article.

We recommend the use of a tool such as EndNote or Reference Manager for reference
management and formatting.

8. Submitting your paper

We strongly advise that you ask one or more of your colleagues to review your article
before submitting it to E&SD. The concept of internal peer review seems to have gone out
of fashion, but our experience is that it can be very helpful in polishing submissions so that
the probability of success is much greater! If Russian or English is not your first language,
then please enlist the help of a native speaker to edit the piece, to correct grammar and
ensure that any idioms are correct. This too makes it easier for the reviewers to give full
justice to your work.

Please ensure that the manuscript you submit is free from typographical errors,
spelling mistakes, etc. It is your responsibility to ensure that manuscripts are as free
from errors as possible: simply relying on spell checkers will be insufficient. Errors are an
unnecessary distraction and make it harder to review the paper objectively.

As word processing software gets more sophisticated is becomes easier to submit
your manuscript in a professional format. Please do not use these advanced features.
The typesetting process works best with simple text from, for example Microsoft Word
97 or 2000. In the final stage of copy-editing we have to remove all of these advanced
features and this sometimes changes the sense of what you are trying to say. This is time-
consuming and may delay your article so that it has to be held back to a later issue of the
journal. If you are submitting an article that you have formatted for internal use, please
help us by removing any advanced features before you submit.

Figures and tables should be included in the running text so that reviewers can find
them easily. Please also provide high resolution machine readable illustrations as bmp,
jpeg or tif files and avoid using very pale colours since these do not print well (if at all)
in black and white. Use dashed and dotted lines to differentiate lines on graphs. It is not
possible for us to redraw artwork.

Your submission should include:

o A short biography

» Two versions of the abstract — in Russian and English. Please do not use Google
Translate to create the translation: use someone who is a native speaker who will be able
to translate the abstract using proper idiom and correct grammar.

o Two versions of the keywords - in Russian and English

« Statements on potential conflicts of interest
and for reports of empirical research

« Statements on open data and ethics

9. ORCID

ORCID provides an identifier for individuals to use with their name as they engage in
research, scholarship, and innovation activities. The organisation provides open tools that
enable transparent and trustworthy connections between researchers, their contributions,
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and affiliations. This service is provided to help people find information and to simplify
reporting and analysis. ORCID’s vision is a world where all who participate in research,
scholarship, and innovation are uniquely identified and connected to their contributions
across disciplines, borders, and time.

Education & Self Development strongly recommends that all authors include their
ORCID identifier when submitting their work to the Journal.

If you do not have an ORCID number then you can obtain one by visiting www.orcid.
org.

This explains ORCID in detail, and gives you the full instructions on getting your ID

and 'claiming’ your publications. If you apply for a Scopus Author ID, Scopus will then
look at your ORCID data and - once you have given your permission — will transfer that
data into your Scopus record.

10. Desk rejections
Many submission are rejected because either:

o They are not within the Journal's scope (see page 1). We will try to suggest an
alternative journal.

o They do not take us sufficiently far beyond what is already known about the topic.

« They only present evidence based on learners’ or teachers’ opinions,

« They lack a strong theoretical foundation and/or evidence of engagement with the
relevant literature,

o They lack strong evidence of improvements in learning, cost effectiveness or
efficiency, increased access and equity or other quality improvements,

o They do not add sufficiently to thinking and practice in the field,

o There is evidence of plagiarism - either text recycling (self plagiarism) or plagiarism
from other authors.

o They are much too long, or

o The Russian or English is too poor for the reviewers and readers to understand it.

Your manuscript will be returned to you for revisions if:

o It does not include the required statement on potential conflict of interest or, in the
case of empirical research, statement on open data and ethics.

o It does not conform to APA style,

o Itistoo long and we think it can be made acceptably shorter.

11. Reviewing
All articles are rigorously reviewed and the speed of publication of articles depends greatly
on the authors’ readiness to respond to the reviewers’ comments.

E&SD operates a single blind reviewing process: although the reviewers know your
name, you do not know who they are. This is no less rigorous that double blind reviewing
and research has shown that the outcomes of the single blind review system are no more
and no less accurate than when using a double blind system.

Reviewers are under strict instructions to keep their comments confidential and not
share them with anyone except the editors dealing with your submission. We will share
the anonymised comments to the other reviewers of you work as part of the reviewer
moderating process.

E&SD is published four times each year, and articles occasionally have to be carried
over at the last minute because of space constraints, so it is normally not possible to say in
