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When a new manuscript is submitted, the editorial team of Education and Self
Development carries out a preliminary assessment and checks it for compliance with
the journal guidelines. In case of successful initial check, the manuscript is sent out for
peer review. Unfortunately, the percentage of papers that are rejected by editors prior
to review is quite high. In this editorial I want to discuss why it happens and how to avoid
a desk reject.

One of the key reasons for rejecting a paper is inconsistency with the Journal’s
scope. When such cases occur, we realise that an author has not done the groundwork
and has not read the journal aims. Before submitting a manuscript, authors must visit
a journal website, get familiar with its mission, identify the target audience, learn about
the submission process, and even read through some published works. It is highly
recommended to select a target journal reasonably in advance, and this choice should be
solely based on the scope of a journal.

The second ground for rejection is when a manuscript does not follow journal
guidelines. As with the scope, submission guidelines can be found on the journal website.
I should point out that instructions for authors who are interested in submitting their
works to Education and Self Development are available on our website in the tab ‘Submit
an article’ (Author guidelines).

The next issue that editors consider during a preliminary assessment is compliance
with ethical standards. Text similarity, duplicate publication, concealed conflict of
interest, as well as other violations of publication ethics immediately result in the rejection
of submissions.

Unfortunately, reasons for paper rejection at the initial screening are not limited to
the above-mentioned factors. I have listed only common grounds and I am not going
to dwell on private ones in this editorial. However, I would like to consider cases when
editors send out manuscripts for revision. As a rule, this happens when an article
exceeds the target length or there are mistakes or inaccuracies in references and in-text
citations. Sometimes authors forget to upload supporting documentation, without which
the editorial team is not able to assess the submission. Please note that alongside your
manuscript file, you need to upload a cover letter, a file with full author details, and
a signed copyright transfer agreement. Earlier, I focused on the submission process in
our system Editorial Park and described this issue (Bisimbaeva, 2023). Authors can also
be asked to revise the content and clarify some parts of a manuscript. These comments
require close attention and endeavour from authors. Unfortunately, some of them do not
take revisions at the initial screening seriously. It is essential to remember that haste and
token efforts never lead to the desired outcomes.

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In conclusion, it should be noted that the first acquaintance with an author starts
when a journal receives his or her submission. If you want to make an impression
of a thoughtful and conscientious researcher, you need to adhere to high standards not
only in relation to journals, but also to yourself. Otherwise, you risk joining the cohort
of authors who have entered the publication race known as ‘publish or perish’.

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Abstract

This article explores the factors that affect the extent of students' English language use in English-
medium instruction (EMI) science classrooms. Semi-structured interviews were conducted with
seven science teachers from private and public schools in Astana city, and thematic analysis was
employed to analyze the qualitative data. The findings from the study highlight several factors
that influence the extent of English language usage in science subjects, focusing specifically on the
teacher factor. The teacher's language skills and methods affect students' English usage, with negative
factors including Kazakh/Russian language use. The initial level of English is also important, such
as the number of years of English language training and preparation for international exams.

Introduction

English-medium instruction (EMI) or English-medium education is comparatively
a new phenomenon (Hammou & Kesbi, 2023) in content delivery. And according to
Pun et al. (2022) the use of EMI in teaching science subjects is becoming increasingly
popular in some parts of the world. The Content and Language Integrated Learning
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(CLIL) methodology is sometimes closely related to EMI. However, CLIL aims to develop
both language proficiency and content knowledge, whereas EMI does not (necessarily)
set language skills as an objective (Dearden, 2014). Thus, EMI in this work will be defined
as following: ‘the use of the English language to teach academic subjects (other than
English itself) in countries or jurisdictions where the first language of the majority of
the population is not English’ (Macaro et al., 2018, p. 37). This substantially changed the
role of the English language in education. While previously, in non-anglophone countries
English was taught as a second language or a foreign language (ESL or EFL), recently in
many educational settings its role quite quickly shifted to a language of instruction for
science, mathematics, geography and medicine (Dearden, 2014). For the time being, it
can be stated that EMI is a growing global phenomenon in all levels of education settings
(Dearden, 2014).

Macaro (2018) demonstrated in his findings that out of 83 researches about EMI
impact on language learning, only 4 (Aguilar & Munoz, 2014; Hu & Lei, 2014; Lin &
Morrison, 2010; Rogier, 2012) applied national and international objective tests and 1
(Pessoa et al.,, 2014) created measurement instruments specifically for the research.

The very first EMI schools started their practice soon after Kazakhstan declared its
independence,’prior to the launching of the trilingual education reform’ (Karabassova,
2020, p. 38). 15 years later the trilingual education programme, which promoted the use
of three languages in Kazakhstan: Kazakh as the state language, Russian as the language
of interethnic communication, and English as the language of integration into the global
economy, was announced on state level (Nazarbayev, 2007). As a result, established in
2008, Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools (NIS) were nominated to be an ‘agent of change’
for trilingual transformation and educational innovation of the education system in
Kazakhstan (Nazarbayev, 2010).

« How do teacher-related factors influence the extent of English language use in
EMI science classrooms in secondary education in Kazakhstan?

Literature review

Factor of a teacher

EMI teachers play a key role in establishing use of English language in the classroom
interaction. As Yip et al. (2003) and Lin & Morrison (2010) suggest, there is a big concern
that EMI teachers affect negatively on students’ talking time, i.e. minimize student
interaction, neglect students’ asking questions and group discussions. This consequently
leads to, as it has been put by An et al. (2021, p. 28): “... a lack of substantial output from
students.” The same study intentionally addressed the issue of restricted English language
skills among local teachers (Cho, 2012; Zacharias, 2013). This challenge, commonly
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acknowledged in previous EMI literature, was investigated through Chinese school EMI
programs' classroom interaction with native speaker teachers (An et al., 2021). However,
the findings suggest that teacher dominance in the classroom with native speaker teachers
exhibit similarity to the classroom interaction with non-native speaker teachers (Dalton-
Puffer, 2007), both remaining teacher-centric. Thus, in an EMI context, the lack of
classroom interaction results in limited chances for English learning (An et al., 2021).
However, teachers’ lack of language proficiency and pedagogical skills could be resolved
by ‘equipping them with innovative methods of teaching and advanced language and
academic literacy skills’ (Tajik et al., 2022, p. 109).

Another interesting research findings on the difference of Chinese and English
medium instruction conducted by Yip et al. (2003) proposes that students in EMI classes
spend less time on group discussions than students in CMI (Chinese medium instruction)
classes. The study involved 100 secondary schools and 17616 student participants which
were divided into 25 EMI schools and 75 CMI low ability, medium ability and high ability
schools. Based on the research, the authors believe that using a straightforward teaching
approach in EMI classes is suitable because students struggle with English and have
difficulty understanding complex ideas and expressing themselves.

Teachers' over reliance on Target Language (TL), as it has been put by Polio and Duff
(1994) in their research work investigating teachers’ language use in university foreign
language classrooms, might give students comforting understanding that L2 use could
be avoided when communicating their thoughts. In the same vein Asif et al. (2018) think
that, L1 use in the classroom tends to be unpredictable and unprincipled, thus without a
solid reason to use L1, it should be considered pedagogically not justified.

Factors affecting students

Despite the fact that the current work focuses on use of English in EMI classroom
settings, the work of Shvidko et al. (2015) shows factors that affect use of English outside
the classroom from students’ perspective. The data for the study was gathered from
interviews (N=6) and focus group (N=42). The findings suggest that there are mainly four
factors that influence language use outside the classroom. Sociocultural factor included
such variables as peer pressure, fear of negative evaluation by compatriots, cultural
communication pattern, need for cultural bonding; Linguistic factors: low language
proficiency, translating habits, difference between English and student’s L1; Individual
factors: intensity of motivation, personality type; Affective factors: lack of confidence,
stress from speaking English, fear of losing L1 identity when speaking English. Regarding
language proficiency, Yip et al. (2007) come to the conclusion that students' low English
level hinders their comprehension of scientific concepts, expressing their thoughts openly
and ability to give a systematic argument and therefore these students gain low score
tests (Rose et al., 2020). However, according to Rose and McKinley (2018) and Rose
et al. (2020), in order to have better chances in EMI subjects students need to have an
appropriate general English proficiency, because English language-related factors emerge
as the most powerful indicators of achievement.

Itisalso evident that students who have been extensively exposed to English previously
have better language skills and can demonstrate quality output at their studies, just like
in the study of Trebits et al. (2022) where primary students were exposed to English and
scored higher on phonological awareness tests than regular group students. Similarly,
Lin and Morrison (2010) advocate that students, who extensively encounter English
vocabulary through reading English books and receive instruction in the language, can
adequately handle their university studies. While, a lack thereof, might bring challenges
in comprehension of lectures and reading materials.
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Methodology

The qualitative data obtained during the interviews was analyzed using thematic
analysis. Thematic analysis is a highly effective and widely used method in pedagogy and
social sciences for defining and exploring themes within qualitative data. Braun and Clarke
(2006) assert that thematic analysis provides a systematic and flexible framework for
organizing and interpreting data, allowing researchers to identify patterns, meanings, and
relationships within their findings. This method enables a comprehensive understanding
of complex phenomena in pedagogical research, facilitating the exploration of themes
such as student engagement, teacher-student interactions, or instructional strategies.

Moreover, Nowell et al. (2017) emphasize that thematic analysis enhances the
trustworthiness and credibility of research by adhering to rigorous analytical procedures.
It ensures transparency in data interpretation and allows for the systematic development
and refinement of themes through a process of coding, categorizing, and synthesizing
data.

Opverall, thematic analysis offers a robust and reliable approach for defining themes
in pedagogy and social sciences, enabling researchers to uncover meaningful patterns
and generate valuable insights that inform theory, practice, and policy in education and
beyond.

The current methodology adheres to the Brawn and Clark’s approaches. After
familiarizing with the data 46 initial codes were defined, which was then grouped into 16
themes. In the final stage, two themes were named as Initial Knowledge of English and
Teacher-related Factors.

Data collection

Data collection for this study involved conducting in-depth semi-structured interviews
with 7 science teachers. These teachers voluntarily agreed to participate and signed
consent forms after becoming acquainted with the interview questions. The interviews,
conducted in March 2022, were chosen for their ability to capture rich and nuanced
information. This approach allowed for a comprehensive exploration of the teachers'
experiences, perspectives, and practices. By engaging with teachers from different school
types, the study aimed to gather diverse perspectives. The semi-structured nature of the
interviews provided a balance between predefined questions and open-ended exploration.
The collected data offered valuable insights into the challenges, strategies, and innovative
practices employed by science teachers in Astana city. Overall, the utilization of in-depth
semi-structured interviews proved effective in collecting qualitative data and gaining a
deep understanding of the research topic.

Participants

The participants in this research study consisted of seven science teachers specializing
in various subjects from both private and public schools in Astana city. The selection
criteria for the participants included their expertise in teaching science subjects and their
willingness to participate in the study. The participants' characteristics are summarized
in Table 1.

The participants were selected based on their subject expertise and their experience
in teaching science subjects. Efforts were made to include a diverse range of subjects,
including biology, physics, and chemistry. The participants consisted of both male and
female teachers, with experience ranging from 5 to 15 years. Through engaging with
science teachers from different school types in Astana city, this study aimed to capture
diverse perspectives and experiences related to science education.

Results

1. Factor of a Teacher

The teacher factor is a significant determinant of whether students fully utilize
English in science subjects. The actions taken by the teacher during lessons greatly impact
students’ comprehension of the subject matter, particularly in English-based subjects. The
outcomes of the study indicate that the teacher factor plays a crucial role in addressing the
research question. Through an examination of teachers' responses during interviews, it
was discovered that this factor ranks among the foremost and primary influences. While
teachers generally have a positive influence on students' extensive use of English in the
classroom, there are instances where their impact can be negative. Consequently, the
teacher factor is categorized into two groups: positive and negative. Given the prioritization
of factors with positive effects, they are presented within a complex framework (Figure-1).

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1.1. Positively Affecting Factors

1.1.1. Task Assignment. Based on the results it was observed that a diverse range
of tasks were assigned and implemented within the classroom to gauge the extent of
students' English language usage. Consequently, it was discovered that teachers have
the ability to enhance students' English language utilization through the provision
of varied tasks. By engaging in real-world projects or everytime “we ask them to do
the laboratory work in writing format” (Resp. 5, M) students tend to employ English
more frequently during their lessons. Teachers explain what specifically they assign to
students as following:

I will give them a project. Hmmm... or this new one... ‘What do you think about the
galaxy or the black hole?’. They make a project themselves when I ask them to write
their thoughts about it. (Resp. 2, F)

Utilizing student presentations as a platform for delivering and defending their work
in English proves to be an effective strategy in promoting English language usage, because
“if we come to the presentation, the children will prepare the presentation” (Resp. 6, M).
Remarkably, children demonstrate proficiency in completing these tasks successfully.

Children exhibit enhanced English Medium Instruction (EMI) skills when they
collaborate in group projects and subsequently “all group works, and projects are
presented in English” (Resp. 5, M). Engaging in group activities and defending them
provides an effective environment for children to utilize EMI more effectively.

1.1.2. Teacher Motivates. Dueto teachers employing various forms of encouragement,
students demonstrate a higher frequency of English language usage. A primary factor
contributing to the increased utilization of English both within and outside the classroom
is the additional support and expectations placed upon students by their teachers. As it
has been stated by Respondent 1 (F), teachers “encourage students to speak English by
giving key words and supporting words”. Teachers expressed their ability to generate
student interest in the subject matter, thereby fostering a general eagerness to learn and
use the English language. Additionally, teachers were found to assert expectations and
demands upon their students in certain instances. For example Respondent 2 (F) tells the
student to “speak in English, because the lesson is in English, or I [he] say that you [they]
should try to answer in English during the lesson”.

According to the teachers, providing assistance to students during in-class dialogues
or lessons proves to be beneficial. They claimed that, “if you help [students], they will
answer in English” (Resp. 1, F), i.e. by providing students with translations of unfamiliar
words or listening to them attentively despite grammatical errors, can effectively enhance
students’ English language usage. A teacher at private school explains how he comforts
students when they can only produce separate words as following:

Yes. That is, on the contrary, I welcome it, I say: "Don't worry too much." Then, I
already know in my head what I want to hear, and if he says keywords like "scheme,
Ohms law, resistors", I already understand, he mastered it. (Resp. 4, M)

In some cases, these processes take place by asking students questions in English, "for

example, if you ask a question from the same text" (Resp. 1, F). But, sometimes teachers
give translations of unknown words, so that "when the student comes to that word, he
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should say it in Kazakh or Russian, or he can ask how it will be right there and replace it
with the English word and continue the sentence" (Resp. 5, M).

1.1.3. Teacher Uses Terminology. The teachers' thorough understanding of
specialized terminologies and their incorporation into daily classroom interactions
plays a pivotal role in fostering increased usage of such terms by students. Respondent 1
(F) suggests that "if you help with a word, then the student continues in English", thus,
ensuring more practice of English. Whenever students can not remember a keyword "I
[teacher] suggest the terminology in English" (Resp. 3, M). Overall, a teacher's proficiency
in terminology encourages "You [a teacher to] speak in English to them [students]"
(Resp. 6, M).

When teachers provide comprehensive explanations of specific terminology at the
outset of each lesson, students tend to utilize these terms more frequently and accurately.
By thoroughly clarifying the meaning of new terminologies or related topics, teachers
lay a solid foundation for students' understanding and usage. Respondent 2 (F) states
that "when the lesson starts, we [teachers] will translate such and such terms, so that this
terminology will be used".

1.2. Negatively Affecting Factors

1.2.1. Teacher Speaks and Allows to Speak in Kazakh and Russian. When the
teacher does not exclusively conduct the entire lesson in English, it can contribute to a
reduction in students' English language usage. In instances where the teacher incorporates
words or terms in Kazakh or Russian during the lesson, it inadvertently provides an
opportunity for students to utilize those languages. This creates a situation where students
feel the need to respond in Kazakh or Russian, thereby leading to a free exchange of
languages. Consequently, students may freely answer using languages other than English,
as permitted by the teacher's language choices during the lesson. A biology teacher admits
that she “also mix when I [she] don't understand. In some moments, I [she] don't stick to
English, I [she] explain in Russian, Kazakh" (Resp. 7, F).

1.2.2. Teacher Fails to Inspire English Use. In certain cases, teachers show
indifference towards students' responses in Kazakh/Russian during class discussions. This
indicates that students may not fully utilize English for their subsequent answers. The
findings suggest that students' answers, even when not in English, are accepted without
any requirement for English language usage. One of the teachers explained it as follows:
"In this school, Russian is often asked. ‘Please explain in Russian’ ask students" (Resp. 7,
F). Another teacher explains his indifference to stick to English as follows:

Yes, simple, but understandable. This is what we need. I'm not an English teacher,
but for me it was necessary for this child to give an answer, and no matter what
the answer would be, this complex-subordinate or complex-composed sentence, it
means nothing to me. (Resp. 6, M)

2. The Initial Knowledge of English

The initial level of English language proficiency emerged as another crucial factor
identified in the study. Some students had attained a high level of proficiency in a foreign
language in previous years, which positively influenced their ability to utilize English
extensively in the current class.

2.1. Low Initial Knowledge

2.1.1. Poor Educational Program in Previous Years. Students exhibit varying levels
of English language proficiency. This discrepancy in proficiency levels poses limitations
on the extent of English language usage during lessons. It becomes apparent that students
who had a limited understanding of English in previous years encounter difficulties when
studying science subjects in English at higher grades. In certain cases, not only do different
schools exhibit varying English proficiency levels, but even within a school, different
classes may demonstrate discrepancies in English language skills. "Because, for example,
in the 7-8th grade classes, maybe he did not pay attention to English properly, did not
study" explains Respondent 1 (F). Another teacher suggests that language proficiency
disproportion exists because of intentionally or unintentionally uneven division of
students and this is how he explains it:

I think it depends on the class. If we look at 9A and 10B, for example, in 10B they are
mostly... only 3-4 people are active. [In the 10s?] In the 10B. Yes, if you ask a question in
English, but if you ask a question in Russian, most of them will be active. [What about the
9s?] Most of the 9A also express their thoughts freely in English. (Resp. 3, M)

In some cases, the reason for children's difficulty in speaking can be attributed to low
initial language skills. For example, when students are asked questions, “it's very difficult
for them to express" their thoughts. (Resp. 4, M). Other times, a student tries to speak in
English, but then “adds words in Kazakh or Russian, and then it’s not clear" (Resp. 6, M)

The limited foundational knowledge of basic English language also contributes to
students' insufficient vocabulary, thus when “he can't express [his thoughts] completely,
[he leans on] Can I speak in Kazakh?" method (Resp. 2, F). Students' lack of familiarity
with essential words and phrases during lessons hinders their ability to actively participate
and speak English in the classroom. "It often happens, for example, he can form a sentence,
but when he doesn't know the exact word he wants to say, he can make a short pause, ask or
continue in another language” (Resp. 5, M).

2.1.2. Using Kazakh and/or Russian Languages During the Lesson. Indeed, students’
“responses in Kazakh or Russian” (Resp. 1, F) during the lesson is an indication of their
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inability to use English. When students resort to using languages other than English, it
can be attributed to various reasons. In some cases, it may be a temporary situation where
students struggle to recall or articulate specific words or phrases in English. They may
rely on their native language to express themselves more comfortably or to bridge gaps in
their English language proficiency. "That is, he [students] will try to answer, but briefly or
sometimes uses [in Kazakh, Russian]” (Resp. 6, M).

Students with limited proficiency in the English language often request translations
of texts into their native language and express a desire to comprehend the topic in their
native language. Consequently, they rely on teachers to provide translations. Thus,
teachers are frequently asked to provide translations to bridge the language gap and
facilitate comprehension for students who are still developing their English language
skills. Students approach teachers “using questions like: Teacher, how was it in English?"
(Resp. 1, F). According to Respondent 7 (F) many students in her school rely on Russian
language and ask to explain in Russian.

Students often resort to using their mother language more frequently because it
offers greater ease in understanding the lesson or topic at hand. However, this inclination
towards the mother language can have a detrimental effect on their continued use
and development of the English language. When the teacher delivers instructions or
explanations in Kazakh or Russian, students tend to listen attentively, as it aligns with
their native language proficiency. “Some children think like this themselves, at first they
say in Russian: and this is like this, this is because of this, this is this, good, and they begin
to translate” (Resp. 6, M)

2.2. High Initial Knowledge

2.2.1. Extra Preparation. According to Respondent 4 (M), students who have lived
abroad indeed possess certain advantages over those who haven't had such experiences.
Additionally, among students who haven't lived abroad, there is often a preference among
those preparing for international exams such as IELTS, SAT, and others. The preparation
process for these exams involves intensive English language practice, leading to significant
improvement in their English proficiency. These students “prepare for IELTS or SAT on
their own or with someone” (Resp. 4, M)

2.2.2. High Usage of English. The students' ability to incorporate subject-specific
terminology and other essential vocabulary during the lesson demonstrates their readiness
to use the English language extensively. Respondent 5 (M) tells that students "know how
to use a sentence, construct a sentence" and “when conceptual questions are asked [from
students], they can explain [them]" (Resp. 4, M).

2.2.3. High Level of Education Programs in Previous Years. Students who have
been learning English for a longer period of time tend to benefit greatly. The knowledge
and skills acquired during previous years of English language learning create a solid
foundation for students to effectively engage with science lessons taught in English. The
cumulative experience and exposure to the language over the years play a significant role
in facilitating students' fluent and confident use of English in their academic pursuits.

Students who learned English in previous years can easily be recognised by their
answers during the lessons. (Resp. 4, M)

2.3. General Level of Education. Students with good grades typically demonstrate

strong English proficiency, while those with lower grades tend to have weaker language
skills, impacting English use in the classroom. It is confirmed by the response of the

Respondent 1 (F) "for example, [if] the overall academic performance is low, then the
English level is low".

High-achieving students effectively employ English in discussions, presentations, and
assignments, promoting its extensive use. Their grades reflect their ability to comprehend
and apply English skills in various academic contexts. Conversely, lower-performing
students may struggle with English, hindering their engagement in English-based subjects.
Challenges in comprehension and expression limit their language use during lessons.

Discussion

This study emphasizes the critical role of teachers in shaping students' English
language use in EMI science classrooms. Although positive teacher factors such as
effective instructional strategies, supportive classroom environments and teachers’
appropriate language proficiency have been found as major factors for extensive use of
English by students in this study, this aspect has not been reflected in EMI literature.
However, negative factors like teachers’ failure to motivate students to extensively use
English correlates with findings of Yip et al., (2003) and Lin & Morrison (2010) which
clearly state that students’ talking time is minimized due to the neglect to students’ asking
questions and lack of group discussions. The findings of previous studies (An et al., 2021;
Dalton-Puffer, 2007; Yip et al., 2003) suggest that teacher centered classroom interaction
dominates many EMI classes which consequently leads to limited student interaction.
However, the current research findings indicate that teachers rely more on Kazakh and
Russian languages, which are teachers’ and students' First Language (L1) and/or Second
Language (L2) respectively or vice versa. Thus, students have limited chances to practice
their English due to teachers’ lack of English proficiency and/or due to students’ limited
language skills which urges teachers to switch to one of the students’ L1. However, Polio
and Duff (1994) believe that overuse of students L1 in the classroom might negatively affect
students exposure to L2 by leaving them in a comfort zone which does not necessarily
require use of L2. According to Asif et al. (2018), use of L1 is not always pedagogically
ethical, because it is unsystematic and inconsistent.

Also, this study highlights the significant impact of students' initial knowledge and
proficiency in English on their language use in EMI science classrooms. Arguments given
by Trebits et al. (2022) and Lin and Morrison (2010) in their studies are consistent with
the findings of this work, which emphasize importance of prior exposure to English
to students’ advancement in their studies and good level of comprehension of reading
materials and instructions. Moreover, in line with the findings of Shvidko et al. (2015)
and Yip et al., (2007), this study highlights connections between students’ low proficiency
in English and their hindrance in active classroom participation. On the contrary, higher
levels of English proficiency enable students to utilize English extensively (Rose and
McKinley, 2018; Rose et al., 2020). This also aligns with the findings of this study, where
Respondent 1 suggested that students “can use those tasks at a sufficient level to express
their thoughts”. It can be forecasted that the reliance on native languages during the
lesson by students also negatively affects their English exposure in a similar way as it does
to teachers. Students with high-initial knowledge and exposure to English show a greater
propensity for extensive language use. Effective EMI practices should consider students'
initial proficiency, native language influence, and prior English education.

To optimize English language usage in science classrooms, a multifaceted approach
is essential. First, educators should adopt a task-oriented methodology, integrating real-
world projects, laboratory work, and group activities to boost students' language skills.
Simultaneously, fostering teacher motivation through positive encouragement and
consistent English Medium Instruction (EMI) creates an immersive learning atmosphere.
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Complementing these efforts, targeted language support programs, early exposure
initiatives, and differentiated instruction cater to diverse proficiency levels, ensuring
comprehensive language development for all students in science education.

Limitations

It is important to acknowledge the limitations of this study, which focused on a
specific context in Kazakhstan and involved a small sample size. Moreover, the current
research does not consider students’ perception in identifying the factors influencing
English language use in EMI. Further research with larger and more diverse samples, as
well as consideration of students’ perception is warranted to validate and extend these
findings.

Conclusion

In conclusion, this study highlights the critical role of teachers in shaping students'
English language use in EMI science classrooms. Positive teacher factors, such as effective
instructional strategies, teacher inspiration and supportive classroom environments,
promote extensivelanguage use, while negative factorslike inadequate language proficiency
and poor usage of English during lessons hinder it. Additionally, the study emphasizes
the impact of students' initial knowledge and proficiency in English influencing language
use. Understanding these findings can help inform strategies and interventions aimed at
promoting and enhancing students' English language usage in science subjects, ultimately
improving their comprehension and academic performance.

By implementing recommendations given above, educational institutions and
stakeholders can enhance EMI practices, promote language integration, and foster
students' language proficiency and academic success.
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Abstract

One of the issues that Master’s students frequently experience when writing their theses is how
they view and communicate with their supervisors. This study aims to gain a comprehensive
understanding of supervisor-supervisee relationships in Master’s thesis writing. The study’s
objective is to explore Master’s students’ supervision practices, their interactions with supervisors,
and their implications for humanistic education and holistic student development. Participants at
a private university in Yogyakarta, Indonesia took the online survey using Google Forms, which
contained questions about their thesis writing and other connected concerns. The accounts gathered
from the 35 students who responded to the questions were processed as data and interpreted using
Krippendorf’s qualitative content analysis and Polkinghorne’s narrative inquiry. The framework
employed was intersectionality. The study reveals that the participants perceived supervisors as (1)
affable and professional academic mentors, (2) intellectual partners, and (3) personal confidantes.
The participants’ accounts may provide insight into the ideal supervisor-supervisee relationship.
The supervisees’ perspectives suggest that supervisors™ triple roles assist students in managing
relationships and promoting whole-person growth. Several implications for strengthening
humanistic education and self-development are highlighted in the study, including supervisory
responsibilities, cura personalis, emotional support, and holistic development. This study contributes
to the existing literature by focusing on the often-overlooked perspectives of thesis students in

Indonesia, particularly at the Master’s level.

Introduction

Unlike a tutor, friend, or colleague, the position of supervision is defined as a
professional connection or a personal/professional/political relationship, and it is more
dependent on goodwill and free time (Wisker, 2012). She maintained that a supervisor’s
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responsibility as a researcher is to guarantee that the supervisee can also do research in the
future. In reality, as evidenced by several studies (e.g., Grant, 2018; Krauss & Ismail, 2010;
Neupane Bastola, 2022), one of the difficulties encountered in finishing a Master’s thesis
is how supervision is carried out. Renowned for her work on supervising Indigenous
doctorate candidates in Aotearoa/New Zealand, Grant (2018) concluded that persistent
battles over identity and belonging are responsible for thesis supervision in a post-colonial
setting. Similarly, conducting their study in institutions with diverse non-Western
students in Malaysia, Krauss and Ismail (2010) found that thoughtful management
strategies are crucial for supervision and thesis completion. Bastola (2022) emphasizes
the importance of supervisory for Master’s students who often lack extensive research
and academic writing experience. Recent studies on supervision during pandemics (e.g.,
Ferreira-Meyers, 2022; Hendrickse, 2022; Opoku et al., 2022) claim that Master’s thesis
writing is collaborative work, and collaboration can be fostered or hindered in times of
crisis. One participant in Ferreira-Meyers’ research, for example, confessed that online
supervisory is not a bad idea, saying “The pandemic has also given us more tools of
engagement, which is good” (Ferreira-Meyers, 2022, p. 288).

The studies mentioned above were set in New Zealand, Malaysia, Nepal, South Africa,
and Taiwan. Likewise, in Indonesia, the majority of academic writing supervisory studies
center on the problems and obstacles that are faced during both undergraduate (e.g.,
Barus, 2022; Safitri et al., 2021; Tiwari, 2019) and master’s thesis supervision (e.g., Lambey
et al., 2017; Maryono et al., 2018; Rizqiyyah et al., 2021; Sharma, 2017). For example,
Barus (2022) claims that undergraduate thesis writing depends on literacy proficiency,
self-efficacy, and academic motivation. Rizqiyyah et al. (2021) argue that despite
using metacognitive strategies in thesis writing, Master’s students’ time management,
consultation system, technical challenges, and psychological factors contribute to thesis
completion delays.

While existing studies highlight various factors influencing thesis writing success
and failure, none specifically examine the supervisee’s diverse experiences. Arguing the
importance of thesis students’ voices, the present study examines the perceptions of 35
graduate students in Indonesia regarding their supervisory relationships. It will investigate
the forms of supervision received and how participants managed their interactions. Using
intersectionality to interpret the graduate students’ narratives and social identity markers,
the research intends to unveil potential factors influencing a successful supervisor-
supervisee relationship.

Literature Review

Article Nine of the “World Declaration on Higher Education for the Twenty-First
Century: Vision and Mission” emphasizes the importance of new educational approaches,
specifically creativity and critical thinking (cited in Supratiknya & Sunardi, 2008). The
declaration emphasizes that higher education institutions must prepare students to
become citizens with broad experience, critical thinking, and social problem resolution.
Next, according to Article Ten, Item C of the declaration, decision-makers at the national
and institutional levels must prioritize students as primary collaborators. Given the
importance of students” agency and rights, the current study is urgent as it attempts to
consider the supervisees’ perspectives on thesis supervision.

Furthermore, the United Nations advocates intersectionality to fight racism and
protect minority rightsto ensure thatno oneisleftbehind, including students (https://www.
ohchr.org/sites/default/files/documents/issues/minorities/30th-anniversary/2022-09-22/
GuidanceNoteonIntersectionality.pdf). The broad concept of intersectionality is that
individuals and groups face several forms of discrimination and concurrent forms of
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oppression on two or more grounds, rather than just one. Unlike school leavers, graduate
students usually experience more multiple intersecting dimensions of identity and social
categories. Their age and the corresponding life stage, whether they are early-career or
mid-career professionals, can intersect with other factors like family responsibilities,
career goals, and study habits, which can influence their interactions with supervisors.
Power relation is inevitable in thesis supervision and intersectionality is therefore
essential.

Intersectionality is a useful framework for interpreting such rich data (Crenshaw,
2017). Crenshaw’s intersectionality theory emphasizes the premise that individuals see
identity and social categories as interrelated facets of their lived experiences rather than as
separate entities. The thesis students’ overlapping dimensions of identity can significantly
influence their perceptions of supervisors, expectations, and experiences during the thesis
supervision process.

This current research involves Master’s students in Yogyakarta, in contrast to most
studies in Indonesia, which focus on undergraduate students (e.g., Barus, 2022; Safitri
et al., 2021; Tiwari, 2019). It is worth noting that known as the “city of students”, the
multiculturally rich Yogyakarta is a popular destination for Indonesians seeking higher
education (Roostika, 2017, p. 250). Thus, this study seeks to fill in the gap by selecting
participants in such a dynamic educational setting. Studying supervisees’ stories via an
online survey offers rich data on power dynamics and students’ social identity markers.
Understanding these intersections can provide a more nuanced examination of the
relationships between Master’s students and their supervisors. The objective can be
broken down as follows:

o investigating the diverse types of supervision provided to Master’s students during
their thesis writing process,

o exploring how graduate students perceive and manage their interactions with
their thesis supervisors and

o identifying the implications of these relationships for strengthening humanistic
education and promoting holistic student development.

Method

Research context and setting

The research was conducted in the graduate program at Mrican (a pseudonym)
University, a private university in Yogyakarta, Indonesia. The program has two
departments: Cultural Studies and English Language Studies. The student body reflects
a diverse educational background, with participants hailing from the university’s
undergraduate programs, other universities across Indonesia, and even a limited number
of international students throughout the program’s 20-year history. The university’s goal
is to provide a holistic education system that combines academic excellence and human
values using methods that are focused on self-care, dialogic, pluralistic, and transformative,
and is grounded in Pancasila’s five principles (Indonesian’s state philosophical
foundation). Notably, some participants who completed their undergraduate degrees
at the same university participated in a unique formation program similar to coaching
during their first six semesters. At the heart of the university’s compulsory coaching is
Ignatian Pedagogy, i.e., a teaching method that integrates context, experience, reflection,
action, and evaluation to foster each student’s intellectual and spiritual growth. Attention
to individual students to guarantee holistic growth encompassing mind, body, and spirit
is important (Bogel, 2012). As a result, this emphasis on holistic development creates
a potential point of intersection with graduate program experiences. During the thesis
supervision process, students from different universities may have varying expectations,
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academic preparation, and prior experiences with supervision. The graduate program
dynamics were thereby enhanced by internal and external coaching, enabling participants
to understand their experiences and define their identities.

Data collection and analysis

This study is part of a larger study on graduate student guidance. Data were collected
by sending questionnaires with 14 open-ended questions via Google Forms to master’s
program alumnae from 12 May 2023 to 14 June 2023. The survey was distributed
through WhatsApp and emails. Participants were informed about the research, voluntary
participation, and confidentiality. They were asked 7 questions about demographic
data, self-description and narration. The remaining 7 questions focused on interactions
with lecturers, supervisors, students and academic staff, changing perspectives after
graduation, the study’s relevances, and, if applicable, the impacts of online learning
during the pandemic on academic performance. The information table below provides
demographic data on participants, including age, gender, undergraduate institution, and
study duration, with N/A for ongoing thesis.

Table 1 depicts the participants’ ages at the time of the survey, which ranged from 22 to
62 years old. Their backgrounds were diverse, as evidenced by their narratives: some were
married with children, others were full-time students and the third was managing work
and study. The table shows 19 female and 16 male students whose undergraduate studies
were from Mrican University and other universities across the country. One participant
did not specify where he or she received the Bachelor’s degree. As shown in the table, the
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duration of their study varied: 14 participants were in their thesis completion stage; 4
finished their study in two years; 6 in three and four years and 5 graduated in five years.
All participants were given pseudonyms as shown in Table 1 to ensure confidentiality
throughout the analysis. These pseudonyms will be used when reporting findings to protect
the identities of the individuals who participated in the study. Also in pseudonyms, the
supervisors involved were Barislav, Dimitri, Saban, Sergei, and Nikita. Next, a qualitative
analysis of the 35 data sets related to thesis supervision was conducted, which involved
gathering feedback, categorizing comments, drawing insights and reporting. The analysis
was limited to document analysis; no interviews or observations were conducted.

Data interpretation

Using the intersectionality theory (Crenshaw, 2017), this study combines qualitative
content analysis (Krippendorft, 2019) and narrative reporting (Polkinghorne, 2013).
Krippendorft’s qualitative content analysis is an interpretive technique rooted in
literary theory, social sciences and critical scholarship. It involves close reading of
small textual matter, rearticulating it into new narratives within scholarly communities
and acknowledging the interactive hermeneutic process. Qualitative content analysis
involves “socially or culturally conditioned understandings” forming a hermeneutic
framework, hence not in agreement with positivist views (Krippendorft, 2019, p. 17).
Krippendorft’s multifaceted technique is resonant with intersectionality theory. Here,
data on supervisees’ perception of their thesis guidance is interpreted dynamically given
the graduate students’ diverse identities. Narrative reporting was used because thesis
supervision frequently entails unstated psychological strain, and narrating about oneself
might be helpful. In his 1988 classic book Narrative Knowing and the Human Sciences,
psychotherapist Donald Polkinghorne contends that narrative produces and explains
human activities. Polkinghorne defines narrative as a story involving events, arguing
they have a unique explanation capacity and this self-story can be used as psychotherapy
(Polkinghorne, 2013). Hence, this study interpreted stories from the participants (used
interchangeably with “supervisees” and “thesis students”/ or pseudonyms) to ensure that
their voices were heard.

Results

The analysis was undertaken to interpret the participants’ responses to one single
question (out of a total of 14 for the larger study): Tell us about your interaction with your
thesis supervisor(s) while writing your thesis. Preliminary document analysis revealed that
20 outof 35 participants awarded their interaction with the thesis supervisor in the program
a very good rating, 4 rated it good, 2 fairly good and the rest made comments without
giving it a negative rating. Given the nature of open-ended inquiries, as Krippendorff
(2019) suggests, a close reading of little textual matter would allow for greater clarity in
the interpretation. Three focus categories emerged from the data analysis: (1) supervisor
as an academic mentor, (2) supervisor as an intellectual partner and (3) supervisor as a
confidant and/or personal support system. Each of these categories is explained below
and illustrated with excerpts from students’ narrations translated by the researchers.

Supervisor as an amicable academic advisor

The study participants identified a contribution of supervisors’ expertise and
performance to expediting the thesis writing process because they were easy to talk to
and reachable. Participants revealed that the interactions between the supervisor and the
supervisee were fluid and pleasant.
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Excerpt 1

My supervisor was very approachable and always made his time available to discuss
the thesis I was working on. Not only did he provide input, but he also offered me the
flexibility and confidence to investigate the issues and theories used in the thesis (Yuri)

Excerpt 2

My supervisor was very considerate, even giving insights on what a perfect supervisor
should do. Apart from being a discussion partner, the supervisor was also a confidant.
Often when students disappear, it is the supervisors who look for them, and with a sense
of friendship offer solutions. (Svetlana)

Excerpt 3

Alhamdulillah [Praise be to God], we, the students, had very good relations with
all supervisors. They really cared about our work and always took time out of their
extremely busy time, especially my supervisor, Dimitri. He always reminded me and
motivated me to keep working on my thesis. Even though we have long graduated, our
supervisors are still pleasant every time we meet. (Sofia)

A rigorous timetable like the accreditation process that keeps lecturers busy may
deter the supervisees from talking to their supervisors. Here, it appears that there were
times when thesis students often felt reluctant to contact their supervisors as indicated by
the two accounts below.

Excerpt 4
My supervisor was very communicative. Only at that time [he] was a bit busy regarding
accreditation so it was rather rare to meet to discuss further about my thesis. (Esenin)

Excerpt 5

Good. My supervisor was very supportive and diligent in asking me questions, even
though the initial revisions took a long time, but towards my last year, he was active
and diligent in asking me. I don’t know, at the beginning of my thesis [writing], it was
difficult to contact him, maybe because at that time he was busy [with accreditation].
However, I appreciate his enthusiasm at the end of my thesis. (Gleb)

According to the data, 20 out of 35 participants rated their interactions with their
supervisors as very good. The impression gained from the following narrations further
proved that the participants found supervisors professional and approachable.

Excerpt 6
My supervisor, Barislav, facilitated the discussion, showed the correct theory, and
monitored the development of the thesis until it was completed. (Rurik)

Excerpt 7

My supervisor was Saban. He was a supervisor with a broad understanding, an open
mind, and never made unilateral judgments. I was very grateful for the attention and
moral support given to me. (Czar)

Meanwhile, of all the participants who responded to the question, one indicated

that supervisory is part of character building. It was through the supervisor’s different
feedback that he grew into a more mature person. He said:
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Excerpt 8

Supervisors provide proper advice and do not hesitate to give hard and severe criticism,
which students really need. For me, mentoring is a forging process that leaves a lasting
impact and forms the student’s personality. (Anzor)

To recap findings in the first category, the participants found their supervisors to be
professional, personable, and supportive of their morale. The supervisors gave students
sound guidance and delivered frank criticism, which had a long-lasting effect on their
personalities.

Supervisor as a low-profile intellectual partner
In this second category, detailed personal stories reveal more about how thesis
students perceive their supervisors. The accounts are provided below.

Excerpt 9

My supervisor was one of the people I admired the most. My mistake was that I wanted
to be on the same footing as him in the scientific sphere, even though my experience
and level of education were vastly different. But it was this that frequently made
me feel insecure during the guidance process. It’s still a long way from what he was
expecting. But, as I later discovered, he had consistently pushed me to attain the peak
of my research. To break through limit after limit of all my restrictions. Until I realized
he genuinely cared about his students. He thought I was capable of doing better. Of
course, this is encouraging for a stubborn student like me; none of this was surely
communicated verbally. (Oleg)

Excerpt 10

I had a relaxed supervisor who allowed me to explore my topic and write. Despite
being bogged down here and there. But, in the end, he made a specific, simple, and
straightforward suggestion. Not instructing, but pointing out the right track. Without
my violent trip and search, I doubt I would have understood his advice. I was obliged to
study it first, and then there was some type of direction in the end. (Keeza)

Excerpt 11

My supervisor is very cooperative and inspiring. He has strict logic and an open mind.
I learned a lot from him. He even became a buddy to talk to outside the university
barrier. (Alexey)

One of the study participants wrote, without specifying whether the supervision
received was substandard or bad:

Excerpt 12
My supervisor was unfamiliar with the theory I employed for my thesis; thus, he was
unaware of my misunderstanding. (Fyodor)

Thus, it would be a mistake to view that all reflections in this category can be rated
good or satisfactory since doubts may arise in certain instances.

Supervisor as a personal support system

The third category supervisor as confidante theme emerged from participants’
differing voices on how supervisors were helpful. What came into view from this category
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is the participants’ voice on how the university’s cura personalis, i.e., concern for the full
person as well as concern for each student in his or her individuality was fully applied
(cited in Bogel, 2012, p. 488). Supervisees often experience financial difficulties with
which supervisors can directly or indirectly help. One thesis student wrote,

Excerpt 13

Non-academically [the supervisor] was very helpful, especially when I had difficulty
paying tuition. Academically, he was quite helpful in providing alternative thoughts.
In the past 12 months, my perspective has evolved and recently been fixed. I suppose he
was quite considerate about my [changing] intention. (Ludmila)

The length of thesis completion varies, as indicated in Table 1, from 2 to 5 years.
The varied study durations highlight another dimension of intersectionality. Students
at different stages of their academic journey may have different needs and challenges.
Students in the thesis completion stage may have distinct concerns compared to those in
earlier program stages. Below, another supervisee who was a part-timer described how
helpful her supervisor was:

Excerpt 14

I had to work while studying at that time. Because I was not a really bright student, I
was a little keteteran, lagged. At last, when writing my thesis, I decided to stop working,
and I finished it in less than 10 months. Sergei was my supervisor at the time, and it
was thanks to him that I was able to complete my thesis. This is a significant experience
in my life. (Yana)

The table shows that more female students are participating than male students. Two
female thesis students in the survey said they felt comfortable discussing non-academic
matters with supervisors of the same gender. One participant was fairly frail after giving
birth to twins, while the other seemed uneasy about becoming (or not becoming) a
mother.

Excerpt 15

I'm touched and thrilled that my supervisor, Nikita, always encouraged me and double-
and triple-checked my thesis as if she truly thought I could do it. This is so important to
me in my fragile state that I have some hope. I am quite grateful. (Tamara)

Excerpt 16

Very tender-hearted and sympathetic to me like a mother. When I'm down, there’s
always a solution and someone to motivate me. I was honest with her about my
difficulties at college, including my mental and emotional ups and downs when
attending lecture sessions. (Regina)

As also indicated in the table, participants in this study hailed from Mrican and other
institutions. Coincidentally, the two accounts above come from supervisees who obtained
Bachelor’s degrees from state universities.

Discussion

Studies show that many students often struggle with establishing effective working
relationships with their supervisors (e.g., Grant, 2018; Safitri et al., 2021; Opuku et al,,
2022). In this current study, however, it is evident from Excerpts 1, 2, and 3 that the
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thesis students cherish their good communication with their respective supervisors. The
supervisor provided excellent support and guidance for the thesis, offering flexibility and
confidence to investigate issues and theories. The supervisor was considerate, offering
insights and being a confidant when students disappeared. Participants reported that all
supervisors had great interactions with them. Supervisor Dimitri, in particular, is credited
with inspiring and motivating the students while staying courteous and encouraging of
the alumni. Stories from Yuri, Svetlana, and Sofia above demonstrate an amicable and
flexible supervisor-supervisee relationship, with a traditional approach being employed
by their supervisors. This finding confirms that able students tend to be independent as
cited in a supervisory study conducted amidst the COVID-19 pandemic (Hendrickse,
2022). The traditional supervision model is more suitable for intelligent, self-directed
graduate students who can become independent researchers with minimal supervision.

Here, the theme supervisor as an amicable academic advisor partly contradicts
Wisker (2012) who believes that a supervisor’s intention and spare time are crucial in
supervision. Because the supervisor-supervisee encounter is a personal, professional,
and political relationship, Wisker argues, supervisees usually have little or no power to
disrupt the supervisor’s agenda. However, it is evident from Excerpts 4 and 5 that the
supervisors were quite accessible and welcoming although they were busy people. In this
case, the accreditation process, which keeps lecturers busy, may deter supervisees from
talking to their supervisors. However, the two accounts of Esenin and Gleb above show
that supervisors were supportive during initial revisions. Despite challenges, supervisors
were proactive in communication, and their enthusiasm after thesis completion was duly
appreciated.

Intersectionality theory suggests that the students’ social multiple identity markers
have some impacts on their supervisor and supervisee engagement. Crenshaw’s theory
acknowledges that age and life stage are significant intersectional aspects. Whether the
thesis students are early-career or mid-career professionals can intersect with other
factors like family responsibilities, career goals, and study habits, which can influence
their interactions with supervisors. Note that the participants’ ages range from 22 to
62, as shown in the table above. The supervisor could be younger than the supervisee
and vice-versa. Respect for the elderly and subordination of the young and lower class
are just two instances of Indonesian cultural conduct and etiquette. It would not be
surprising if an awkward situation occurred between the supervisor and the supervisee.
For example, mature students with more life experience may have different needs and
expectations from their supervisors compared to younger students. Furthermore, given
the diversity of the graduate students” backgrounds (in terms of their undergraduate
training as seen in the table), it is likely that some graduate students may hold such
crucial responsibilities outside of the classroom context as deans, school principals, senior
writers, religious authorities, etc. Young supervisors may be hesitant to criticize older
or respectable supervisors, while senior thesis students may feel humbled to speak to
younger supervisors. The scenario may be more complicated than this. The 2022 Guidance
Note on Intersectionality, Racial Discrimination, and Protection of Minorities highlights
the potential for structural framework to perpetuate inequality in society and within
specific =~ communities  (https://www.ohchr.org/sites/default/files/documents/issues/
minorities/30th-anniversary/2022-09-22/GuidanceNoteonIntersectionality.pdf). ~ Thus,
inequality is inevitable when the differing subjects interact with each other. Interestingly
enough, it was proven in this study that supervisees received equitable treatment from
supervisors. One participating thesis student, Svetlana, mused, “When requesting via
WhatsApp, the supervisor was helpful and quick to respond.”

Over 65% of participants found their supervisors professional and approachable, with
Barislav facilitating discussions and Saban providing broad understanding and moral
support (See Excerpts 7 and 8). They appreciated the supervisor’s support and guidance
throughout their studies. One participant, Anzor, believes supervisory support is crucial
for character building, as it helps students grow into mature individuals. Thus, supervisors
offer moral support, advice, and criticism, fostering a positive learning environment and
lasting impact on a student's personality.

By comparison, another study on the supervision of Master’s students in one
accounting program in Indonesia finds opposing results in that supervisees had high
expectations of the supervisors. They expect students to become excellent in research
methods, experienced, senior, international publications, information technology,
research topic knowledge, direction and thesis proofreading while maintaining close
relationships, effective communication, and excellent research writing skills (Lambey et
al., 2017).

For now, supervisors' constructive criticism, mentorship and guidance significantly
influenced thesis students' personalities, fostering long-term positive influence among the
study's participants. Supervisors were generally approachable, flexible and supportive of
student’s thesis progression, providing input and confidence. Some were considerate and
good company, motivating and reminding students to continue working on their thesis.
This study aligns with previous literature stating that thesis writing requires supervisor-
supervisee joint involvement (Sharma, 2017). Furthermore, this study supports the notion
that friendly and competent supervision enhances thesis completion when a comfortable
interaction occurs (Ferreira-Meyers; Neupane Bastola, 2022).

Next, Polkinghorne’s self-story as psychotherapy (2013) highlights the supervisor
as a low-profile intellectual partner as the second theme. Listening to the participants’
stories encourages indirect learning because favourable and unfavourable accounts allow
vicarious learning and personal improvement for future reference. To quote Polkinghorne
at length,

Reading and hearing stories is a means to learn from others’ life lessons about ways

of accomplishment - a kind of vicarious learning. Different cultures (a system that

is beyond the capacity of single individuals) pass on favoured methods to new
generations regarding successful and unsuccessful approaches for obtaining desired

results (Polkinghorne, 2013, p. 24).

Excerpts 9 and 10 convey personal stories showing supervisors as individuals who
actively contribute to students’ intellectual growth and development. Supervisors are
depicted as approachable, caring and intellectually engaging individuals who provide
guidance and support without dominating students’ learning processes. These stories
corroborate Polkinghorne’s vicarious learning ideas: the students’ experiences provide
valuable insights into how supervisors can be effective, low-profile intellectual partners.

Alexey’s description of the supervisor as “cooperative and inspiring” in Excerpt
11 implies that his supervisor is more than just a distant authority figure, but rather
someone who actively works with the student. The term “buddy” denotes a friendly and
approachable relationship. Saying “strict logic and an open mind”, the student means that
the supervisor engages in intellectual debates and fosters critical thinking. This picture is
consistent with the concept of alow-profile intellectual partner who engages in meaningful
dialogues and contributes to learners’ intellectual progress through collaborative
learning. Meanwhile, Fyodor’s account (Excerpt 12) suggests that either the supervisor
posed himself as low-profile or he himself was misunderstood, if not to say smart-alecky.
This episode demonstrates the importance of mutual trust when going on an intellectual
journey. Although doubts about the supervisor as an intellectual collaborator sometimes
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occur as in Excerpt 12, overall, the extracts demonstrate how personal stories disclose the
supervisor-supervisee dynamics.

In sum, the personal accounts of thesis supervision underscore the supervisors’
roles as low-profile intellectual partners who facilitate learning through collaboration,
direction and encouragement. Regardless of the student’s experience or learning capacity,
the supervisor continually pushed them to realize their best potential. Supervisors had
faith in supervisees’ talents and encouraged them to research their topic. Despite the
difficulties, in the beginning, the supervisor made helpful comments, guiding the student
in the proper direction. The guidance provided by the supervisor was not verbal, but
rather the outcome of the student’s investigation and learning. At this stage, the findings
in this category corroborate previous research (e.g., Barus, 2022; Rizqiyyah et al., 2021;
Wisker, 2012) on preparing thesis students to become future independent researchers.
This current study suggests that incorporating the supervisees' insights could potentially
make thesis writing less challenging. After all, supervisors are merely human, and keeping
a low profile is essential.

Finally, the last theme is the supervisor as a personal support system. The data show that
participants, including those who hardly gave supervisors a positive rating academically,
offered evidence to maintain their impression of supervisors who provided moral support
far more than intellectual support. Ardi et al. (2023) suggest that providing such support
can enhance interrelatedness and foster positive engagement throughout the supervision
process.

Excerpt 13 details a student’s experience with his supervisor providing non-academic
aid, especially financial assistance. Excerpt 14 underlines the need for a supervisor’s
aid in assisting a part-time student in finishing their thesis. These instances show how
supervisors can go beyond academic assistance to provide personal support, resulting in
a confidante-like connection. This study further delves into the cura personalis concept or
care for the whole person and individuality. Excerpts 13, 15 and 16 showcase this concept
of supervisors providing emotional support, encouragement and understanding beyond
academic issues. The supervisor’s engagement in addressing non-academic difficulties
and giving motivation is consistent with caring for students’ entire well-being. This study
has thus emphasized that paying close attention to each thesis student to ensure their
holistic development is significant.

Meanwhile, in terms of gender, two female thesis students in the study acknowledged
that they could be frank in discussing non-academic issues with their supervisors. Gender
is a critical dimension in intersectionality, as it can affect how students perceive and
engage with their supervisors. Gender-related expectations, communication styles, and
experiences of bias or discrimination may all play a role in shaping these relationships.
The supportive nature of a female supervisor, who is compared to a mother figure and
portrayed as compassionate and understanding, is emphasized in Excerpts 15 and 16.
Here, both Tamara and Regina appear to gain a supportive environment to alleviate
double or triple duties when they can talk about personal experiences without feeling
afraid, ashamed, or even threatened. The study found that discussing personal experiences
significantly enhances positive student-supervisor relationships, especially for female
students. This aligns with intersectionality, where gender influences how students
perceive and engage with supervisors.

Sabrina Syed explored the experiences of international female Doctorate students in
Australia via the perspectives of intersectionality and feminist theory (Syed, 2017). Due
to social constraints, women find it difficult to advance in their graduate studies because
they traditionally have more domestic duties. These duties include a variety of family roles
that are socially assigned to women, such as caring for the home, raising children, and
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even earning money for extra expenses. Although the two female participants discussed
had slightly different experiences and backgrounds from graduate students in Syed’s
research, it can be argued that they found comfort after having confided with supervisors
about their situation. Sharing intimate stories with a “stranger” of the same gender
appears easier.

Voice is important in qualitative content analysis because researchers explore diverse
interpretations by considering diverse voices, perspectives, critiques and text uses.
Krippendorft says,

Qualitative researchers search for multiple interpretations by considering diverse

voices (readers), alternative perspectives (from different ideological positions),

oppositional readings (critiques), or varied uses of the texts examined (by different

groups). (Krippendorft, 2019, p. 103)

In short, examining different voices and opposing viewpoints from the thesis student
participants paves the way for a deeper comprehension of the difficulties in thesis
supervision. Using thesis students’ personal experiences and diverse voices, this research
reveals challenges in thesis supervision in navigating personal support, mentorship and
holistic growth within the academic setting. These experiences are consistent with the
notion of supervisors working as confidantes and emphasize the value of being concerned
about students’ overall well-being and academic development. Their voices demonstrate
the university’s concern for full personal growth as well as respect for each student’s
uniqueness.

Conclusion, Implications, Limitations

The issue highlighted in this study is the difficulty that Master’s students frequently
have in viewing and communicating with their supervisors. This difficulty has the potential
to significantly influence the quality of the supervising relationship and, as a result, the
success of the student’s thesis completion. Results from this study have confirmed previous
findings on how graduate students themselves perceive their supervisory relationships. As
perceived by almost all research participants, a comfortable situation is essential to ensure
that the thesis writing process runs well. Discoveries about these generalizable pleasant
and warm academic environments in the present research provide further insights into
the use of personal stories and intersectional perspectives not clearly shown in previous
research. The inclusion of a cultural context from Yogyakarta, Indonesia, broadens the
scope of this inquiry. It provides additional perspectives on how cultural factors influence
supervision dynamics in Asian regions that may differ from those in European settings.
The study highlights the influence of contextual factors like undergraduate coaching and
reflective pedagogy on the formation of supervisor-supervisee relationships. Diverse
voices from supervisees about their supervisors might be used to make thesis writing less
difficult. To conclude, graduate students are varied in terms of personal, rational, and
cultural backgrounds as well as opportunities. Graduate studies, culminating in thesis
completion, will not be a pleasant and fulfilling journey until mutual understanding is
achieved between supervisors and supervisees.

In terms of practical implications, the study’s findings reveal three topics to help
improve humanistic education and self-development. First, supervisors’ multiple roles
(affectionate mentors, intellectual partners and personal confidantes) can enhance
supervisor-supervisee interactions. Second, in reflective pedagogy, cura personalis ofters
supervisors with emotional support, encouragement and understanding beyond academic
topics that students require, particularly during thesis writing challenges. Third, whole-
person education can be achieved by paying attention to the holistic growth of each thesis
student. The supervisors’ supportive actions and commitment to developing students’
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academic, emotional and personal progress are critical in fostering humanistic learning
and personal development.

Nevertheless, this study has limitations due to its small sample size, reliance on
document analysis and focus on student perspectives. Possible extensions of this study
could be to validate the document analysis with in-depth interviews and observation.
Additionally, given that this current study was conducted in the Master’s program, it
may be worthwhile to investigate similar issues in the Doctorate program to determine
whether the results presented here reflect the general situation of thesis supervision at
all graduate levels. Finally, future studies should include supervisor perspectives in other
cultural settings to provide a more balanced view.
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Abstract

The present study investigates 110 EFL teachers’ perception of the gravity of ten types of grammatical
errors made by EFL learners in terms of acceptability. Moreover, it examines the relationship of
age, gender, academic degree, years of teaching experience, and the highest level taught with the
teachers’ judgements. Results revealed that the teachers’ evaluations form a hierarchy in which
errors are placed at different gravity levels in accordance with their level of acceptability. Moreover,
the three variables of academic degree, years of teaching experience, and the highest level taught had
a positive correlation with the teachers’ evaluations. This study suggests that teachers should make
their evaluations systematic, treat errors in accordance with their priority, and become aware of the
factors that contribute to evaluations of grammatical errors.

Introduction

Although errors are indicators of learning progress, it does not mean that they should
not be corrected. In fact, error correction is a key practice in developing second language
(L2) writing skills (Ellis, 2009; Ferris, 2002; Shirazizadeh & Amirfazlian, 2019). However,
what poses a major problem for teachers in the process of error correction is the evaluation
of errors. Sheorey (1986, p. 306) believes “evaluation is particularly challenging because
of the lack of well-established guidelines for evaluating the significance of different types
of errors”. Although researchers such as James (1977, p. 124) have argued that there is
not an absolute answer to the question ‘How serious is such-and-such a grammatical
error?, many studies have tried to provide an answer to the that question. In general,
error gravity “is characterized by the attempt to identify those errors which are perceived
to be most serious and/or distracting to readers and/or listeners, together with the factors
that tend to influence such judgements” (Endley, 2016, p. 1).

One of the major problems with the previous studies on error gravity is that most
of them have focused on the comparison between native and non-native teachers. These
studies could be categorized into two groups. The first group, such as the one by Sheorey
(1986), are focused on the differences existing between native and non-native teachers’
perception of the error gravity. Their main reason for doing so is to make EFL teachers’
evaluative criteria closer to those of native teachers. The basic assumption of these studies
is that the native teacher “not only knows what is correct, but also what is appropriate for
each context of use” (Ellis, 1986, p. 78). The point being ignored in this type of studies is
that native teachers’ perception of the error gravity cannot necessarily be extended to the
contexts where English is taught and learned as a foreign language. In these contexts, non-
native teachers are more concerned with “the basicness of the rules infringed,” in contrast
to native teachers who are mainly concerned with the intelligibility of the message being
communicated (Hughes & Lascaratou, 1982, p. 177).

The second group of studies seek the similarities that exist between native and non-
native teachers’ perception of error gravity in an effort to reach an agreement on the
severity of different error types. The main problem with this type of studies is that they
have not led into any consistent results to enhance the quality of “native/nonnative
interaction” (Rifkin & Roberts, 1995, p. 512). Lennon (2008) argues this lack of consistency
among teachers’ perception is caused by their reliance on different evaluative criteria.
According to Davies (1983), teachers who have the same first language (L1) as learners
would not normally base their evaluations on the degree of intelligibility of utterances,
since most of the utterances seem intelligible to them because of their ability to recognize
L1 interference.

The purpose of the present study was to investigate EFL teachers” perception of the
gravity of different types of grammatical errors made by EFL learners to see how they
would evaluate the errors in terms of the criterion of acceptability, defined as the extent
to which an error deviates from the target language norms. This study specifically focuses
on the written grammatical errors at the sentence level. The main reason for focusing
on grammatical errors, not lexical errors, is these errors occur more frequently in the

learners’” writings. In addition, the study investigates the possible correlations of age,
gender, academic degree, years of teaching experience, and the highest taught level with
the teachers’ judgements. Most of the previous error gravity studies ignored the possible
impact of these variables on teachers’ evaluations.

Literature Review

Error Gravity

Error gravity refers to the extent to which a listener or reader perceives a language
error to be serious or distracting (Rifkin & Roberts, 1995). One of the factors that influence
teachers’ perception of the error gravity is the teaching method. In general, those methods
that have their origin in behavioural psychology (e.g., the Audiolingual Method) find
errors undesirable and are strict about correcting them (Lennon, 2008). Proponents of the
communicative approaches (e.g., Communicative Language Teaching), however, believe
that teachers should “be tolerant of learners’ errors as they indicate that the learner is
building up his or her communicative competence” (Richards & Rodgers, 2014, p. 95).
It should be noted that determining the seriousness of errors based on their perceived
gravity is a subjective process. This means that teachers rely on different criteria when
they evaluate an error, although “they do not explicitly formulate these criteria” (James,
1977, p. 116). Brown (1991) reached the same conclusion and indicated that although
teachers might assign written errors the same scores, it is possible that they approach the
task of evaluation from different perspectives.

Error Gravity Criteria

Intelligibility and acceptability are the two frequently used criteria to assess the
gravity of language errors Intelligibility refers to the extent to which an error can
impede effective communication, and acceptability relates to the degree to which an
error appears irritating to the listeners or readers (Rifkin & Roberts, 1995). According
to Burt (1975), global errors can highly affect the intelligibility of a message. Therefore,
to improve the communicativeness quality of the sentences produced by learners,
teachers should pay more attention to global errors. The acceptability of an error, on
the other hand, depends on the extent to which it deviates from the L2 norms (Rifkin
& Roberts, 1995). The norms can be either competence-based or performance-based:
Competence-based errors refer to those errors that result from not following the fixed
rules of the L2 (e.g., word order), and are the same among all the speakers. On the
other hand, performance-based errors happen when the learners do not follow “some
standard view” of the L2 grammar (p. 523).

Factors Affecting Teachers’ Evaluations of Error Gravity

Vann et al. (1984) investigated the perceived seriousness of written language errors
and the factors that might affect the judges’ evaluation of those errors. The researchers
found that among the predefined factors of the study, only age and academic discipline
of faculty members appeared to have an effect on their evaluation of the gravity of the
errors. Hyland and Anan (2006) examined the ability of raters to identify errors in
the writing of a Japanese EFL student. The investigation utilized data gathered from a
correction task and a questionnaire, focusing on the beliefs and practices of three distinct
groups consisting of 16 participants each: native English-speaking (NES) EFL teachers,
Japanese-speaking EFL teachers, and educated native English-speaking non-teachers. The
participants were instructed to identify and rectify errors in an authentic text written
by the student, assess which errors they considered the most serious, and provide
justifications for their choices. The findings indicated that non-native English-speaking
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(NNES) teachers tend to be more stringent in grading errors and place greater emphasis
on rule violations rather than comprehensibility when evaluating severity. Furthermore,
it was discovered that Japanese teachers were more inclined to perceive stylistic variations
as errors, whereas NES teachers demonstrated sensitivity towards formal features and
academic appropriateness. The researchers contend that these disparities arise from the
participants' diverse experiences.

Rao and Li (2017) also investigated NES and NNES English language teachers’
perceptions of the gravity of errors, along with the factors that could impact their
perception. The results indicated that factors such as “cultural belief, educational
background, teaching style, and English proficiency” influenced the teachers’ evaluations
(p. 51). Rao and Liu (2020) examined the assessment criteria used by NES and NNES
teachers when evaluating writing in a Chinese educational context. The study employed
both quantitative and qualitative methods to explore not only how these two groups of
teachers holistically assess students' writing but also how they differ in their analytical
justifications for their ratings. The findings indicated significant differences between NES
and NNES teachers in holistic evaluation, with NES teachers assigning higher scores to
all essays. In terms of analytic evaluation across ten specific categories, the two groups
exhibited statistically significant differences in four categories. NES teachers tend to be
more lenient in assessing 'grammar’ and 'sentence structure,” while NNES teachers are
less stringent in rating 'ideas’ and 'arguments.’ The results suggested that disparities in
the assessment of students' English writing between NES and NNES teachers may stem
from differences in their language learning experiences, teaching methodologies, and
pedagogical beliefs.

Continuing that line of research, the present study focused on a group of Iranian
EFL teachers to see how they would evaluate different types of grammatical errors in
terms of the criterion of acceptability. In addition, it investigated the role of age, gender,
academic degree, years of teaching experience, and the highest taught level on the teachers’
judgements. To achieve the objectives of the study, the following questions were posed:

1. What are Iranian EFL teachers’ perceptions of the gravity of written grammatical
errors in terms of the criterion of acceptability?

2.Is there any significant relationship between teachers’ age, gender, academic degree,
years of teaching experience and the highest taught level they taught and their perceptions
of error gravity in terms of the criterion of acceptability?

Method

Participants

The first group of participants were 33 Iranian upper-intermediate EFL learners
studying English at a language institute in Tehran, Iran. The second group of participants
were 110 Iranian EFL teachers. The main requirements for the second group of participants
were having at least an undergraduate degree in one of the academic disciplines of English
Literature, English Translation Studies, and Teaching English as a Foreign Language
(TEFL) and having experience in teaching English to Iranian learners. The requirement
ensured that the participating teachers were proficient enough in English to judge the
gravity of the learners’ linguistic errors. Moreover, Allwright (1998, as cited in Oliaei &
Sahragard, 2013) contends that “inexperienced teachers, ..., have considerable difficulty
when it comes to making judgments of acceptability”. The participants were all selected
through convenience sampling; they were asked to fill out a consent form and were
assured of the anonymity of the data. Table 1 provides information on the five variables
of the study.

Instruments

The data for the study were obtained through two instruments. The first was a sample
of IELTS Writing Task 1 and 2 from a retired IELTS test (Cambridge IELTS 12), completed
by a group 33 Iranian EFL learners, which helped the researchers to collect grammatical
errors. In Task 1, the learners were presented with a graph, chart, or diagram, and were
required to analyze and present the information in 150-200 words. Task 2 required the
learners to write a 250 to 300-word essay in response to a topic. The second instrument
was an online seven-point Likert scale questionnaire that was used to collect the teachers’
evaluations of the grammatical errors. The questionnaire was made of two sections. In the
first section the respondents were asked to provide some information on their age, gender,
academic degree, academic discipline, position, years of teaching experience, and the
highest taught level. In the second section, they were asked to evaluate the acceptability of
20 errors embedded in 20 sentences on a seven-point Likert scale (1. perfectly acceptable,
2. acceptable, 3. slightly acceptable, 4. neutral, 5. slightly unacceptable, 6. unacceptable,
and 7. totally unacceptable). Moreover, the teachers were encouraged to provide a brief
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explanation for why they had evaluated an error as being totally unacceptable. It is
noteworthy that the intelligibility criterion was excluded because, as stated by Davies
(1983), teachers who share the same L1 with their students may be more lenient towards
language deviations caused by L1 interference. This is because of their familiarity with and
understanding of their students' L1. Another problem with the criterion of intelligibility
is that the researcher cannot be sure that the meaning comprehended by the teachers is
the same as the meaning intended by the writer (Khalil, 1985).

Before sending the questionnaire to the teachers, it was sent to five research experts
to see how they would evaluate its face validity and content validity on a four-point scale
(highly relevant, quite relevant, somewhat relevant, and not relevant). After calculating
I-CVI (Item Content Validity Index) for each item, those items with values lower than
0.79 were modified or discarded from the study. The S-CVI (Scale Content Validity
Index) of the questionnaire as a whole was above 0.85, which indicated that the average
content validity index of the instrument was at an acceptable level. In the next phase, a
pilot study was conducted to check the feasibility of the questionnaire. For this reason,
the questionnaire was sent to 50 EFL teachers, and the collected responses were used to
measure the construct validity and the reliability of the instrument through factor analysis
and Cronbach’s alpha respectively.

Data Collection Procedure

The data was collected in four phases: In the first phase, a group of 33 Iranian EFL
learners were asked to write essays following IELTS Writing Task 1 and 2 instructions.
In the second phase, the writings were examined for the most frequent errors. The errors
fell into ten categories: preposition, article, plural, subject-verb agreement, conjunction,
possessive, verb form (verb, to+verb, verb+ing), word order, pronoun, and tense. Twenty
sentences out of 262 sentences, representing the aforementioned errors, were selected
so that there were two sample sentences for each type of error. In the third phase, an
online seven-point Likert scale questionnaire was developed by the researchers. To avoid
different interpretations of the presented errors and to neutralize the negative effect of
other erroneous aspects of the writings, the context for each error was limited to a sentence.
Later, the sentences were corrected to have only one error in each so that the participants
could focus on only one type of error in each sentence. Moreover, the sentences were
presented randomly so that there were not two consecutive examples of the same type
of error. In the final phase, the questionnaire was emailed to 110 Iranian EFL teachers.
The teachers were given no information on the learners’ language proficiency; they
were asked to evaluate the acceptability of the errors, imagining that they were teaching
English grammar for writing and the presented errors were made by their students in
their writings.

Results

Reliability of the Questionnaire

The reliability coefficient of the questionnaire was measured through Cronbach’s
alpha, and the result was 0.93, which is a highly desirable value for the reliability of a
scale. In general, values above 0.7 indicate that the reliability of an instrument is at an
acceptable level (Shultz, et al., 2014, p. 72).

Construct Validity of the Questionnaire

The construct validity of the questionnaire was determined though exploratory factor
analysis. The process of exploratory factor analysis was performed in three steps.
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Checking Data Suitability

In the first step, the suitability of the data for factor analysis was examined. As the
value of Kaiser-Meyer-Olkin (KMO) was above 0.6, the value of Barlett’s test of sphericity
was significant at 0.05, and most of the correlation coefficients in the Correlation Matrix

table were above 0.3; thus, it was concluded that the data was suitable for factor analysis
(Table 2).

Factor Extraction

The main purpose of factor extraction is to identify the number of components on
which the items load. In this study, the Principal Component Analysis was used as the
extraction method, and to determine the number of desired factors to retain, Kaiser’s
criterion was used. To determine which components could be extracted in this step, it
was needed to look for eigenvalues above 1. By looking at the values presented in Table 3,

it was clear that there were five components that could be extracted. These components
made 71.3% percent of the variance.

Sometimes Kaiser’s criterion results in too many extracted components, therefore,
one can check scree plot for a fewer number of components. Figure 1 shows that there
is a break between components three and two. Considering the greatness of the breaks
between the components, one can say that there are two components in this scale.

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To make the final decision about the number of components, the values of the
Pattern Matrix were examined. Those component with fewer than 4 items loaded on
were discarded. At the end two components with higher correlation values were retained.
These two components were responsible for 53.977% of the variance.

Factor Rotation and Interpretation

To interpret the two retained components, one of the oblique techniques called “Direct
Oblimin” was performed. The first thing needed to be checked about the two components
was the strength of the relationship between them. As the values of correlations, presented
in Table 4, were above 0.3, it was safe to say that the two components are strongly
correlated.

As the values of pattern coefficients indicated most of the items loaded substantially
on component one. Moreover, the values of the structure coefficients indicated that most
of the items had strong correlation with the component one. This can be an indication of
construct validity since the underlying construct of the questionnaire could be legitimately
represented via one component, accounting for approximately 45% of the variance.

Finally, the values of communalities indicated that there was no need for removing
any of the items, since the variance explained in each item was greater than 0.32 (Table 5).

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The values of the reliability index and the results of factor analysis warranted that the
used instrument could serve as a basis for exploring Iranian EFL teachers’ perception of
the gravity of grammatical errors.

Research Question 1

The first research question asks about the Iranian EFL teachers’ perception of
the gravity of written grammatical errors in terms of the criterion of acceptability. To
determine the general tendency of the respondents in their evaluations, the mean of the
total scores, assigned by the participants, was compared with the median of the possible
total scores. As the mean of the total scores (94.56) was above the median (80), it was
concluded that there is a general tendency towards negative responses. Moreover, the
choices “Slightly Unacceptable” (18.63%), “Unacceptable” (30.64%), and “Totally
Unacceptable” (14.90%) were selected more than other options (Table 6).

To determine the gravity of the errors, the total score and the mean score were
calculated for each item. The highest mean score belonged to question 17, which asked
the respondents to rate the acceptability of a type of verb form error, and the lowest mean

score belonged to question 19, which sought the acceptability of a type of article error
(Table 7).

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In addition to the evaluation of the errors on the 7-point Likert scale, the teaches
were asked to provide a brief explanation for why they had rated an error as totally
unacceptable. Their comments are summarized as follows:

1. Sentence Intelligibility:

o “the error has affected the meaning”.

o “the error impedes communication”.

o “the error has caused misunderstanding”.

o “the error has caused different interpretations”.

+ “the meaning is ambiguous”.

2. Sentence function:

« “the error has changed the function of the sentence”.

3. Basicness of the rule:

o “the correct form should have been mastered through repetition”.

o “the sources teaching this type of error are easily available”.

o “the error indicates lack of basic grammar knowledge”.

4. Typicality of the error:

« “asitisacommon error among Iranian EFL learners, it deserves attention”.

o “this type of error has been fossilized”.

Research Question 2

The Spearman rank correlation coefficient was performed to see if there was any
significant relationship between teachers’ age and their perception of error gravity. The
results indicated that there was no significant relationship between the two variables
(Table 8).

To investigate if there was any significant relationship between teachers’ gender
and their error gravity perception, the Pearson correlation coefficient was performed.
The results indicated that there was no significant relationship between the two variables
(Table 9).

Another Spearman rank correlation coefficient was conducted to examine if there
was any significant relationship between teachers’ academic degree and their error gravity
perception. The results indicated that there was a significant relationship between the two
varijables (Table 10). The strength and the direction of the relationship between the two
variables were weak and positive respectively.

To find out how much of the variance in the total scores was caused by its relationship
to the teachers’ academic degree Coeflicient of Determination (#°) was calculated. The
results revealed that teachers’ academic degree was responsible for 4.88% of the variance
in the total scores.

The Spearman rank correlation coefficient was performed to determine if there was
any significant relationship between teachers’ years of teaching experience and their error
gravity perception. The results indicated that there was a significant relationship between
the two variables (Table 11). The strength and the direction of the relationship between
the two variables were weak and positive respectively.

To determine how much of the variance in the total scores was caused by its
relationship to the teachers’ years of experience, the coeflicient of determination (1) was
calculated. The results revealed that teachers’ years of experience was responsible for
5.76% of the variance in the total scores.

To inspect if there was any significant relationship between the highest taught level
and teachers’ perception of error gravity, the Spearman rank correlation coefficient was
performed. The results indicated that there was a significant relationship between the two
variables (Table 12). The strength and the direction of the relationship between the two
variables were moderate and positive respectively.

To see how much of the variance in the total scores was caused by its relationship
to the highest taught level, the coeflicient of determination (r?) was measured. The result
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revealed that the highest taught level was responsible for 10.82% of the variance in the
total scores.

To prioritize the errors in terms of their acceptability level, the total score for each
pair of questions representing the same type of error was calculated. The results revealed
that the teachers’ evaluations of the grammatical errors built a hierarchy in which errors
were placed at different levels in accordance with their level of acceptability (Figure 2).
The errors in the pronoun category were evaluated as the least acceptable errors and the
errors in the article category as the most acceptable ones (the higher the score, the less
acceptable the error).

Discussion

Considering the uniqueness of the EFL context and teachers’ dependence on different
criteria for their evaluation of error gravity, the present study focused on a group of non-
native teachers, that is, Iranian EFL teachers and their perception of the gravity of written
grammatical errors made by a group of Iranian EFL learners at the sentence level, in
terms of the criterion of acceptability. Moreover, to see what factors might influence
teachers’ evaluations, it investigated the possible correlation of variables such as age,
gender, academic degree, years of teaching experience, and the highest taught level with
the teachers’ judgements.

According to the results, it is possible to conclude that pronoun, tense, verb form,
and preposition errors are the less tolerated types of errors. However, how to rank them
from one to four, based on their level of acceptability, depends on the categories of errors,
the criterion of evaluation, and the context of assessment. An interesting point about the
responses submitted by the teachers, was the way that they treated the two examples of the
same type of error. In fact, there were some errors, such as parallel structures (questions
8 and 16), for which the presented examples were rated considerably differently. For
instance, question 16 “... rich in high technology and a pioneer ...” was rated more
acceptable than question 8 “... by playing or go shopping ...”. The difference between
the scores assigned to these errors was 142. Such a drastic difference between the two
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examples can be attributed to the typicality of the first error. This might have caused the
teachers to have less severe attitude towards the acceptability of this type of error.

The sentences representing verb form errors (questions 13 and 17) experienced the
same difference in scoring. In fact, question 13 “... require people being in touch ...” was
rated 109 points below question 17 “... can works ...”. This difference could be justified
by the fact that errors such as question 17 are mostly considered an infringement of the
basic rules that should have been mastered at early stages of language learning process.
The same justification can be applied to the questions 6 and 1, which were two examples
of word order errors. Since using inversion in question formation is acquired earlier
than the type of inversion required by the correlative conjunction “not only ... but also”,
question 6 “What kind of job they are trying to do?” was rated 108 points above question
1 “Not only it would provide them with financial support ...”. This finding is consistent
with that of Hughes and Lascaratou’s (1982) study where the non-native teachers based
their evaluations on “the basicness of the rules infringed” (p. 177).

Factors Affecting Teachers’ Perception of Error Gravity

Among the five variables of the study, the three variables of academic degree, years
of experience, and the highest taught level had significant relationships with the teachers’
perception of the gravity of grammatical errors. Although the present study did not find
any relationship between teachers’ age and their evaluations of the gravity of grammatical
errors, researchers such as Vann et al. (1984) believed that age is one of the factors that
might have an effect on the teachers’ assessments. The results also indicated that the more
experienced the teachers, the higher the scores assigned by them. This finding corroborates
the result of Oliaei and Sahragard’s (2013) study. In their study, “inexperienced teachers
appeared to be more tolerant of error, both in theory and practice, than their experienced
counterparts” (Oliaei & Sahragard, 2013, p. 55).

Among the three variables of academic degree, years of experience, and the highest
taught level, the highest taught level had stronger relationship with the teachers’
evaluations of the grammatical errors. This finding can be attributed to the teachers’
“linguistic intuitions” (Davies, 1983, p. 307), meaning that there are some errors that
teachers expect learners to master at early stages of language learning process; therefore,
learners’ failure to use the structures correctly at later stages is considered unacceptable.
The descriptive statistics of the responses submitted by the teachers who taught the C2
proficiency level revealed that the teachers rated the failure to use the correct form of verb
after modals, which is a type of verb form error, as the least acceptable type of error. This
result was partly predictable since in C-level classes, students are expected to be able to
use all forms of modal verbs flawlessly and not to make errors such as ‘can works’ in their
writings.

Underlying Reasons Explaining the Teachers’ Evaluations

In addition to the evaluation of the errors on a 7-point Likert scale, the teaches were
asked to provide a brief explanation for why they had rated an error as totally unacceptable.
Their comments are summarized as follow:

Sentence Intelligibility:

o “the error has affected the meaning”.

o “the error impedes communication”.

o “the error has caused misunderstanding”.

o “the error has caused different interpretations”.

 “the meaning is ambiguous”.
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Sentence function:

o “the error has changed the function of the sentence”.

Basicness of the rule:

o “the correct form should have been mastered through repetition”.

« “the sources teaching this type of error are easily available”.

o “the error indicates lack of basic grammar knowledge”.

Typicality of the error:

o “asitisacommon error among Iranian EFL learners, it deserves attention”.

o “this type of error has been fossilized”.

These findings hold critical insights for EFL teachers. Analysis of the participant’s
comments uncovered instances where some teachers struggled to identify why certain
marked errors in the questionnaire were classified as errors. For example, participants
questioned the correctness of phrases like "... in different types of paid works ..."and "...
showed an interest to ...". This lack of understanding could suggest a low proficiency.
Of course, almost all of the errors committed by the learners were grammatical;
therefore, only grammatical errors were selected for evaluation. Furthermore, the
research specifically involved Iranian EFL teachers, limiting the generalizability of the
results to a broader spectrum of EFL teaching contexts. Therefore, for future studies,
interested researchers should consider expanding the scope of participants to include
EFL teachers from a wider range of cultural and linguistic backgrounds. This broader
perspective could provide a more comprehensive understanding of the challenges faced
by EFL teachers globally and help in developing more inclusive teaching strategies.
Additionally, future studies should incorporate a mix of error types beyond just
grammar, such as vocabulary or pronunciation errors, to capture a more holistic view
of language learning difficulties.

Conclusion

The results of the present study revealed that the general tendency of the teachers
in their evaluations was towards negative responses. Moreover, their evaluations of the
grammatical errors built a hierarchy in which errors were placed at different levels in
accordance with their level of acceptability. In this hierarchy, pronouns were rated as
the least acceptable and articles as the most acceptable types of errors. Among the five
variables of the study, the three variables of academic degree, years of experience, and the
highest taught level had significant relationship with teachers” perception of the gravity
of the grammatical errors in terms of the criterion of acceptability. This meant that
with an increase in one of the mentioned variables, the scores assigned by the teachers
increased as well. Analysis of the comments submitted by the teachers revealed that in
addition to the degree of deviation from the English language standards, other factors
such as intelligibility of the sentence in which the error was embedded and the basicness
of the grammatical structure had an effect on the teachers’ evaluations of the gravity of
grammatical errors in terms of the criterion of acceptability.

Moreover, the comments submitted by the teachers suggested that learners’ level of
language proficiency was the most determining factor in assigning the errors different
levels of acceptability. Although the questionnaire did not specify any level for the
learners who had committed the errors, there were teachers who tried to assume a level
for them, since they believed that evaluating the acceptability level of an error without
knowing learners’ level of language proficiency would be impossible. Determining the
acceptability level of an error based on learners’ language level is not necessarily reliable.
To determine the gravity of an error based on the criterion of acceptability, teachers
should consider the degree to which a particular structure deviates from the target
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language norms (Burt, 1975). If this deviation is not significant, teachers should not rate
an error as totally unacceptable just because they believe that the structure should have
been mastered earlier. For instance, the error in question seven “It has lots of effects on
their self-confidence and make them responsible people.” is merely missing third person
singular ‘s’; however, it was rated unacceptable by 36 teachers and totally unacceptable by
15 teachers. The most interesting comment submitted by very few of the teachers was that
“error is an error”. The results of the present study showed that grammatical errors are
of different levels of significance. Therefore, teachers should differentiate their approach
to errors based on their level of importance and not apply the same level of strictness to
every single language error.

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Abstract

The article analyzes the results of a study aimed at studying overcoming as a leading factor that
ensures self-development of the individual and actualizes the need to use pedagogical tools in
modern educational practice that contribute to the formation in children and young people of
the perception of overcoming difficulties as an opportunity for personal growth. The relevance of
studying the problem of self-development and its procedural component is due to various reasons:
the new socio-cultural reality, which predetermined the rapid pace of self-development as a condition
for the competitiveness of the individual; a high level of motivation of the younger generation to
achieve success as a result of self-development; the unpreparedness of modern children and youth to
overcome obstacles on the way to achieving the goal; the presence of psychological barriers blocking
readiness for self-development. The conclusions are based both on the results of a theoretical analysis
of modern scientific literature and on the results of our surveys. Empirical research methods were
survey methods presented by the author's tools. The study involved 2474 students aged 11-16 living
in the Moscow, Yaroslavl, Kostroma and Kaluga regions. The study included the design and testing
of the technology of pedagogical support for self-development of adolescents in additional education
in a situation of overcoming difficulties, the implementation of which makes it possible to form
adolescents' readiness for self-development, helps to build up individual experience of successful
overcoming through the purposeful formation of adaptive coping strategies. The conclusion is
made about the effectiveness of the implementation of technology in the conditions of additional
education, as well as the possibility of dissemination of the received pedagogical experience in
educational organizations of various types and types.

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Abstract

The psychological and emotional well-being of children is one of the most discussed problems in
modern scientific research.

In studies of domestic psychologists, it was found that 37% of children have increased and 16% of
children have high general school anxiety. Studying at school, worries about grades and performance
are the main reason for increased anxiety among schoolchildren.

One of the conditions for the development of a child’s personality is emotional well-being, which can
be developed through fairy tale therapy. The fairy tale therapy method allows for the development
of the emotional well-being of children, since it uses the metaphorical resources of fairy tales and
creates conditions for maintaining a stable emotional-positive state and life satisfaction.

The paper sets out to experimentally test the effectiveness of using fairy tale therapy in the formation
of the emotional well-being of schoolchildren.

The diagnostics selected were: 1) test tasks “The Magical Land of Feelings” (authors: T.D. Zinkevich-
Evstigneeva, T.M. Grabenko, D.A. Frolov); 2) SAN test questionnaire (V.A. Doskin’s method).

A fairytale therapy program “My Emotions” was created to develop the emotional well-being of
elementary school students. The study showed a positive growth trend in the number of children
in the experimental group demonstrating emotional well-being, a sense of joy, motivation to study
and communicate with peers. The developed program for fairy tale therapy “My Emotions” can be
used by primary school teachers to develop the emotional well-being of children in extracurricular
activities, and for the professional training of teachers and psychologists.

The most important natural condition for the social development of the personality of any child is
full-fledged interpersonal communication, which is impossible without the elementary skills of a
cause-and-effect analysis of a problem situation of interaction based on an understanding of social
causality, identifying causal relationships between the actions of individuals in the process of joint
activity and communication. The process of developing an understanding of social causality in a
child with hearing impairment has its own specifics. These children have difficulty mastering the
logical connections and relationships between phenomena, events and people's actions. This hinders
both their adequate assessment of others and the formation of an understanding of social causality.
There is a relationship between the emotional, moral and social development of deaf children and
the characteristics of the parental family. In families where both the child and the parents have
hearing impairments, emotional relationships develop that are close to those that are typical for
hearing families. In contrast, hearing parents cannot develop the same successful relationship with
their children. Thus, the focus of our attention is the conditionality of the understanding of social
causality by deaf junior schoolchildren by the characteristics of the family. Based on the foregoing,
the purpose of the study is to analyze the influence of the characteristics of a family with deaf and
hearing parents on the general level of development of a child's understanding of social causality,
which will optimize this process in a family and educational organization.

The paper presents the results of our own experimental study, containing a qualitative analysis of
empirical data. It has been established that the impoverishment of understanding of social causality
in deaf children with hearing parents is largely due to the inability of adult hearing people to provoke
small deaf children to emotional communication. Deaf elementary school students raised by deaf
parents are relatively more socially adapted and have a greater level of development of understanding
of social causality than deaf elementary school students from families of hearing parents.

The results of the study can be used as a basis for purposeful correctional and developmental work
with deaf junior schoolchildren and their families to develop an understanding of social causation.

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Abstract

The paper presents the results of empirical research on the effectiveness of online discussions
(OD) as a tool for forming argumentation skills among technical university students. On the
one hand the actuality of the research is conditioned by the significance of discussion-based
training of modern technical specialists under conditions of networking and socio-technical
transformation of engineering activity. On the other hand, this problem is not elaborated in
the domestic, pedagogies and also contradictory and poorly studied aspects in the foreign one.
The results of the present study are important for scientifically substantiated methodological
implementation of new approaches to engineering training under conditions of digitalization of
education and increased requirements for discussion and information competence of a modern
technical specialist. The research was conducted on the basis of two Novosibirsk universities and
covered 350 second - and third-year students in "construction" and "automation and computer
engineering" baccalaureate specialties. The analysis of the OD results conducted in VLE "Moodle"
using "debate" (synchronous discussion) and "forum" (asynchronous discussion) methods
showed that inclusion of online-discussions in to the educational process of technical universities
improves argumentation skills of future engineers by 20-30 %. The data obtained at the stages of the
forming and control experiment let us reveal a higher efficiency of asynchronous forms of online-
discussions in comparison with synchronous ones. Their advantage is to 28,68 %, depending on
the formed component of argumentation. Based on the results of the study recommendations
were given to teachers to improve the effectiveness of social interaction of students during OD,
including the feasibility of replacing debates with synchronous discussion methods, more focused
on the joint search for solutions.

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Abstract

Due to the need to ensure economic growth and improving competitiveness of the Russian economy,
the development of youth innovative entrepreneurship is relevant for our country. This requires not
only the implementation of appropriate educational programs, but also selection of young people
for admission on the basis of an effective assessment of their abilities and readiness to create an
innovative business. The goal of the investigation is to design and test psychodiagnostic method that
solves the problem of prompt assessment of students’ ability to innovative entrepreneurship. The test
SINPRED is elaborated on the basis of the authored by Prokhorova and Belokon model of psychic
determinants of effective entrepreneurial activity, connected with innovations. The test contains:
instruction, 56 statements, the agreement with which the testee expresses on a seven-rank scale; key
of primary data processing; normalized points (stens), worked out for two groups of testees (women
and men); manual on processing and interpretation of diagnostics results. For empirical foundation
of the methodics indices of students’ behavior, singled out by 5 experts, are used. Verification of
discriminatory power, internal consistency, reliability of the test is carried out on the sampling of
180 students. 152 students comprise the sampling for evaluating of methodics validity. For defining
the test factor structure and its standardization the results of 308 students questioning are utilized.
It is revealed that the created test possesses a high level of discriminatory power and test-retest
reliability. All test assignments are correlated with each other. The scales of the methodics have a
sufficient level of validity. During the test approbation significant differences between women and
men are unveiled on four primary scales: leadership, creativity, nonconformity, early entrepreneurial
experience. The acquired differences additionally confirm discriminatory power and criteria validity
of the test, and also indicate perspective of scientific investigations, that uncover peculiarities of
determination and molding ability to innovative entrepreneurship, conditioned by sex.

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Abstract

School has become more project-oriented. There is tremendous potential for student agency here.
Children's agency can be revealed through a participatory approach to childhood sociology.

The analysis model is based on the principles of participatory methodology and interpretive
reproduction by Corsaro. Three groups of variables are identified: the subjectivity of the child, the
balance of power between the child and the adult, and the joint creativity of the participants.

The empirical basis of the study is the “Green School” case, implemented online with the participation
of five schoolchildren and one teacher from the Khabarovsk Territory. Observation, interviews,
focus groups, and text analysis were used for the monographic analysis of the “case”.

In a space of “equal participation”, where students and a teacher are co-participants and co-
researchers, children’s agency can be disclosed. Children maximally expresses themselves through
free choice, gaining personal experience in the process of making decisions. Responsibility arises not
as an “obligation”, but as a motivation for learning: “how can we do it to make it better”. The results
of this work can be used by educators in organizing project-based research activities for students,
utilizing sociological methods adapted to the study of children.
